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THE MEMORY OF ORIGINS IS LIFE
Holy Scripture begins by remembering who the God that the people worship is. He is the Creator of heaven and earth. Since the Creator is also the Lord.
The Commandments begin by reminding who God is, with whom the children of Israel are making a covenant: "It is God who has freed them from slavery".
The Holy Scripture ends by reminding what the purpose is for which one is a believer in Christ Jesus and for which one must persevere in holiness.
The believer in Christ is called to celebrate eternal weddings with the Immolated and Risen Lamb. Weddings in which his full and perfect joy is.
But also the observance of the Commandments had a well defined and circumscribed purpose: "So that you are happy, blessed and full of life on earth".
Origin and end are the coordinates of the life of every believer in Christ Jesus. If they are forgotten, it is the death of the Christian. 
What is the end of my life? Reminding the world of the Word of Christ Jesus. The world has forgotten it and I must remember it.
Why do I have to remember it? What is the origin of my vocation? The Lord made me his Word. The Word is my new being.
If I do not remember the Word, I have lost the end of my vocation. But if I lost the end, I also lost the origin. I ruined my new being. 
Being and mission are one. Being is lost, the mission is lost. The mission is lost because the being was lost.
Every mission is always born of a new creation made in God by the Lord. The new creation is lost, the mission is lost.
Why is the new being created in us by the Lord lost? Because it has not been given the complete, perfect development entrusted to us. 
The new creation is the work of the Lord. Growth in the new creation is the work of the Lord and of man. Without the work of man, the being dies.
Every missionary crisis is a crisis of being. It is the truth of being that makes the truth of the mission. The falsity of the being makes the mission false.
This is why the memory of the origins is essential. If they are the result of a breath of the Spirit, if the Spirit has made me a new creature, can I forget it? 
If I forget who I am, I also forget the purpose for which I was made. I abandon my new being, I do not grow in it and I kill the mission.
We are all obliged to remember our origin. It is the moment of the new creation. It is the moment when we have to produce new fruits.
New being, new fruits. Unfortunately, one is too inclined to forget. When we forget, man gives himself new origins and new ends. 
But it is the man who does all this. God has nothing to do with it because he has been cut off with our forgetfulness both of his origin and his purpose.
FROM THE MISSION ETERNAL LIFE
God is eternal life. The eternal life of God is Christ Jesus. The eternal life of Christ Jesus is his disciple. Eternal life must be given to the world.
Why does the Lord call? He calls so that eternal life is given to the world. However, eternal life is not an object that is taken and given.
Just as Christ Jesus drew from his father all eternal life with his obedience up to death on the Cross, so must the one called work.
Every called must draw all eternal life in Christ through his perfect obedience to the Commandments of Christ, if he wants to give it.
As in God the "eternal mission" is the communication of his eternal life. As in Christ the mission is a gift of eternal life, so it is for us.
If the Christian does not become eternal life in Christ, with Christ and through Christ, he might never manifest and give eternal life to the world. The mission fails. 
How do we become eternal life in Christ, with Christ and for Christ? Growing up in obedience to his Word, becoming us living Word of Christ.
One becomes the Word of Christ, he also becomes the eternal life of Christ. One does not become the Word of Christ and he might not even become Christ's eternal life.
The eternal principle of life is also valid for the disciple of Jesus: life from life, light from light, eternal life from eternal life and being from being. 
The Son is light and eternal life from the Father. The Christian is light and eternal life from Christ Jesus. The world can become light and eternal life only from the Christian.
If today the world is little light and little eternal life it is the sign that the Christian is little light and little eternal life. What he is he makes others be.
Let nobody think of being able to give light and eternal life to the world if he does not become light and eternal life. There is no real mission for others if one is turned off and dead. 
Going dead to the world to do the dead things of the world is always possible. To do the things of God one must go full of light and life.
Our mission is great. God created us new beings. Now, it is up to us to grow as light and as eternal life on an unstoppable path.
PERSEVERANCE IS UP TO THE END
The forces of evil, seeing that their kingdom loses fighters and warriors of evil and darkness, does not want the mission to be carried out.
To realize this evil and bad will it decides to tire the missionaries of light and eternal life with every obstacle.
Obstacles can be of any nature. The most subtle and infernal is to convince us to change or modify the purpose of our mission. 
If this happens, having changed the end, the mission dies. If the memory of the Word is no longer done, why must I do other things, the end disappears.
It is eternal truth: mission and end are always and only given by God, in Christ Jesus, through the work of his Holy Spirit. If it is not from God, it is false.
Every disciple of Jesus is asked to persevere without ever turning back with full fidelity both in the mission and in the end of it. 
Each disciple is asked to give infinite attention. The tricks of the tempter are very subtle and invisible. It suffices a nothing  and you are out.
Jesus suffered three temptations: becoming a missionary without the Father, without the Cross and without the Word and without any eternal life to be given.
So it is for the disciple of Jesus: becoming a missionary without Christ, without the Word, without the Cross and without eternal life. Making yourself world with the world. 
These temptations are almost impossible to be seen. They are insinuated into our thoughts. They become the essence of our essence. It's the end.
How do you overcome every temptation? If the disciple remains firmness of Holy Spirit in the Word of Christ Jesus. The Gospel is our fortitude.
Whoever gets out of the Word, the Gospel and obedience to the Word, to the Gospel, will gradually slip into the falsity of the mission and the end. 
Another way or means to overcome every temptation is prayer. It must be done without any interruption. It is God who must keep us in Him.
If God keeps us in him, keeping in Christ, he will also keep us in his divine and eternal will. In Christ we are victors.
We are outside of Christ, outside the Word, outside the Gospel, we miserably fall and we do not even know that we have fallen. We are world with the world. 
A thousand others are the pitfalls placed on the path of the missionary of Christ Jesus. To those who are in Christ they are revealed by the Holy Spirit.
Whoever is not in Christ lacks the communion of the Holy Spirit, does not see the dangers and falls into them. Each fall attests to the end of the mission.

WITH THE FORCE AND LOVE OF CHRIST AND MARY
Christ Jesus overcame every temptation because every day he grew in wisdom, in light, in truth, in justice and in every other virtue.
Virtues are a powerful armour so that we can overcome all the temptations that strike against us to make us abandon the mission.
St. Paul indicates to the disciple of Jesus a special armour to be worn. Who will wear it, will never fall into temptation. He will always overcome it. 
Therefore, take the armour of God, so that you may endure on the bad day and remain steadfast after having overcome all the trials.
Therefore, stand firm: around the hips, the truth; on you the armour of justice; your feet, with shoes on and ready to propagate the gospel of peace.
Always grasp the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the fiery arrows of the evil one. Take on also the helmet of salvation... 
And the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. On every occasion, pray with all sorts of prayers and supplications in the Spirit...
And to this end be vigilant with every perseverance and supplication for all the saints (Eph 6: 13-18). It's always an armour to be worn.
St Peetr instead suggests sobriety. Be sober and watch. Your enemy, the devil, as a roaring lion goes around looking for someone to devour. 
Resist him firmly in the faith, knowing that the same sufferings are imposed on your brothers scattered throughout the world.
An excellent way to overcome every temptation is the one that the Letter to the Hebrews suggests us: having always the fixed gaze of Christ Crucified.
So we too, surrounded by such a multitude of witnesses, having deposed all that is of weight and sin that besieges us... 
Let us run with perseverance in the race ahead of us, keeping our eyes fixed on Jesus, the one who gives rise to faith...
And he brings it to completion. Faced with the joy that was set before him, he submitted himself to the cross, despising dishonour....
And he sits at the right hand of the throne of God. Think carefully of him who has endured against himself such a great hostility from sinners... 
So that you do not get tired losing heart. You have not yet resisted to bloodshed in the fight against sin (Hebrews 12: 1-4).
The contemplation of the Virgin Mary at the foot of the Cross is also a very effective way. If she has loved to the end, we can also do it.
By drawing every love in Christ Jesus and in his Mother, it will always certainly be possible to overcome temptation and to persevere till the end. 

LOVED IN ORDER TO LOVE
The Father filled the Son with love so that the Son flooded the world with his love. Christ Jesus was always full of the love of the Father.
In this love he always grew and with this love he loved the world. Love is always from the Father. It is always drawn in Christ Jesus.
The disciple of Jesus lets himself be filled with all the love of Christ every day and loves the world with it. He does not let himself be filled, never might he love. 
Whoever lets himself be loved by Christ, loves with the love of Christ. Whoever does not let himself be loved by Christ might never love with the love of Christ.
Since man is devoid of all love, if he does not draw love from Christ Jesus, he might never give it to his brothers. He does not possess it. He is poor.
Every day the Christian must draw all love from the heart of Jesus The Lord so that with it he can flood every other heart. 
How is love drawn from the heart of Christ Jesus? Growing up in obedience to his Word. The more we live by the Word, the more we draw love.
If life in the Word is nothing, even our love is null. We will go to the man with an empty heart. The other sees it and does not believe in us.
In his First Letter The Apostle John reminds the disciples of Jesus that everything descends from God. The obligation to imitate the Lord is up to them. 
Dear friends, if God loved us so, we too must love one another. No one has ever seen God; if we love one another...
God remains in us and his love is perfect in us. In this we know that we remain in him and he in us: he has given us his Spirit.
And we ourselves have seen and attest that the Father has sent his Son as the saviour of the world. 
Whoever confesses that Jesus is the Son of God, God remains in him and he in God. And we have known and believed the love that God has in us.
God is love; whoever remains in love remains in God and God remains in him (1 Jn 4: 11-16). He remains in God who remains in his Word.

LOVE ME TO LET ME BE LOVED
Jesus asks every one of his disciples that he loves him so much as to make him be loved by every other man. That he lives of his love to transmit it to the world.
If the disciple does not love Jesus more than his own life, the other will always think that love is an empty word, deprived of every truth content. 
Instead, seeing the Lord that loves Jesus, he will first see love and then Jesus. With Jesus one saw Jesus first and then the Father. 
Jesus loved the Father so much as to show his love to every man. Every man was attracted by his love and made the difference.
The difference of the Christian is love for Christ Jesus. The world sees and lets itself be attracted by this love. It is the true path of the mission.

THE WEALTH FROM THE FAITH
The true wealth of the Christian comes from his faith. His wealth is the love of the Father, the grace of Christ and the communion of the Holy Spirit.
His wealth is the Virgin Mary, given to him as his true Mother. It is the Angels and Saints. Wealth is grace and the Word.
The Christian's wealth is to know that all of Heaven lives in his heart, if he lives in the heart of God, in Christ and through the Holy Spirit.

EUCHARIST AND HOLY ROSARY
The Eucharist is the true strength of the Christian. By eating this divine food, all the strength of God becomes his strength and he can overcome all evil.
The Holy Rosary carries in its heart all the strength of the Mother of God, which is most pure fidelity and obedience to the will of the Father manifested to her.
Who receives the Eucharist with faith and recites the Holy Rosary with love, is clothed with the strength of God, of Christ, of the Holy Spirit and of his Mother.


SHORT FINAL CONSIDERATIONS
When one goes along a road, one often forgets both the origins from which the journey began and the end towards which he is directed. The good disciple of Jesus will never have to forget what his origin was and will never have to look away from the end to be pursued. The memory of origins is life only if the end is conquered. If the end is lost, even the beginnings are lost. It is easy to fall into this loss.
This is true for the individual as well as for the whole Christian community. If the Christian forgets that He was made by Christ Jesus to bring Jesus to every other man so that He makes him, there will be no temptation in which he will not fall. It is not necessarily a matter of temptation against sound morality, but temptations aimed at giving to his life unwritten ends in his vocation, not recorded in his mission.

A short examination of conscience will help to get us back on the right path: Do I know to what the Lord called me? Do I know what the Lord has done for me? Do I know the purpose of my mission? Am I loyal to it? Did I give my mission different, diverse ends? Do I still believe in the mission that has been entrusted to me? What relationship is there between my mission and the Gospel? Do I live the Gospel with the wisdom of the Holy Spirit? Do I announce the Word of Jesus?
Mother of God, Angels, Saints, ensure that the Christian never forgets the beginnings of his supernatural ontology constitution and never loses the purpose for which he was called.
