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OBEDIENT TO THE COMMAND OF LOVE
When Jesus entrusts a mission he always accompanies who has been sent by him. No divine mission can be done without Jesus.
The Lord calls Moses. He sends him to pharaoh to free his people. God is with Moses. Moses and God are one mission.
Moses gives God the visibility of his presence and the breath to speak. Everything else is done by the Lord. Moses is the necessary instrument for God.
Jesus is sent by the Father to fulfil the mission of our salvation and redemption. The Father is with Him. The Holy Spirit is with Him.
Jesus was not left alone even for a moment. The Father and the Spirit were always inside, outside, beside and around him.
Jesus sends his disciples into the world. They are the visibility of Christ. They bring Christ. Christ through them accomplishes everything.
If it is so simple, why is Christ not often manifested in the missionary? Christ does not manifest himself when the missionary does not listen to the voice.
If Jesus tells him to go left and he goes right or vice versa, Christ no longer follows his missionary, because the missionary is not a missionary.
When is the missionary a missionary? When he is sent moment by moment by Jesus. God tells Jonah to go to Nineveh. Jonah disobeys.
Jonah can preach in every other city in this world. God is not with him. The Holy Spirit is not with him. The grace of conversion is not with him.
God is with God if Jonah is with God. When is Jonah with God? When he is in the will of God. God grabs him and brings him to Nineveh. The city is converted.
It is God the one who decides the action to be performed and not the man. It is God who sends. One is not sent by himself. It is God the one who orders what to say and what to do. 
Man must limit himself to bringing God with him, so that He is the one do and say whatever he wants. The missionary of God must be like the prophet.
As the true prophet says and does only what the Lord commands him. Thus the true missionary says and does only what God commands him.
The Christian is a missionary of the Lord Jesus. When is the missionary with Jesus the Lord? When he is his true body to form his true body.
This is the will of Jesus: that one is his true body and his true body is formed. You live in his true body, for his real body and with it.
Being with his true body, with it and for it, means that he must be with the Holy Spirit who is the Giver of life to the whole body.
It means that I need the charisma of the other as true nourishment for my charism. In the body all are one from the others, for and with others.
When a missionary is separated from the charisma of the other, he is no longer the true body of Christ. Not even when he does not give his charisma, he is with Christ.
Perfect communion is the sign that I am with Christ. But how can one be of perfect communion? Putting himself in the service of the body.
As Christ gave his life to make his body beautiful, radiant, without stain and wrinkle, so must the missionary of Jesus towards his body.
The missionary must wash the body of Christ day by day with his blood, his obedience to truth, to communion and to the perfect gift.
It is eternal truth. One is with the body of Christ, if he is for his body. One is for his body if he consecrates life to it. You live and die for it.
One lives and dies to be according to the command received from Christ Jesus. The Christian is always a missionary of Jesus the Lord.

THE STRENGTH OF THE MISSION: LOVING THE BELOVED 
Let us go for a moment to divine eternity. Eternity is only of God. Nothing is eternal except the Lord in his mystery of unity and trinity.
Everything else has begun to exist for his omnipotent Word. If it started to exist it is not eternal. What do we see in this divine eternity?
We see that the Son lives to love the Father. That of the Son is eternal life consecrated to the love of his Father. It is his eternal essence.
Whatever the Father asks of the Son, the Son lives it. The eternal life of the Son is in the eternal love of the Father. The Son is from eternal love.
He is also for eternal love. The Father asks the Son to incarnate himself to redeem sinful humanity. Can the Son escape this love?
If he backed out he would become of another essence. He would be of another love. He would no longer be Son. The Son is from eternal love for eternal love.
The Christian is from the crucified love of Christ for his crucified love. If crucified Jesus asks him for the crucifixion, can he back out of?
If he backs out of this love, he is no longer from the crucified love of Christ for his crucified love. He becomes of another love, which is not of Jesus.
Here is the Christian's mission; living to love the Beloved. The Beloved of the Christian is Jesus crucified that asks him for the crucifixion for salvation.
As the Father has loved me, I love you. As the Father has sent me, I send you. As the Father asks me, I ask you.
As I am from the eternal love of the Father, you are from my eternal and crucified love. I am for the love of the Father, you are for my love.
If we are not from eternal and crucified Love we cannot even be for the eternal and crucified Love. Being for the fruit is being from.
This is the most serious mistake of the missionary of Jesus the Lord. Thinking of being for Christ, without being from Christ. We are for Christ, if we are from Christ.
As Christ is from the Father and being from the Father is for the Father, so the missionary must be from Christ to be for Christ. Always.
The more we are from Christ, the more we are for Christ. The more you are from the Beloved one and the more you are for the beloved one. You fall from love you are no longer for love.
Today many missionaries fail in the mission because they think they are able to be for Christ, without being from Christ. We are for Christ if we are from him.

ALWAYS SERVING THE BELOVED 
Christ Jesus does not serve man. He serves the Father that wants to serve man. It is the Father the one that wants to serve man. It is He who wants to redeem and save him.
The Father asks Christ Jesus to be his Mediator in creation, redemption, salvation, justification and sanctification.
Who is then Christ Jesus? The Servant of the Father through whom the Father serves man. Who must a Christian be? Whose servant is he?
The Christian is the servant of Christ, so that Christ may serve the Father through him. How can a Christian serve Christ? Becoming his body.
The Father serves man through Christ. Christ has served the Father through his body. Today the body of Christ is the Christian.
If the Christian does not give his body to Christ, so that he uses it for salvation, Christ cannot serve the Father. Salvation is not accomplished.
Whoever saves is the Father. He saves through the service of Christ. As the Father has asked Christ for his service, Christ asks the Christian for the service.
If the Christian serves Christ, Christ serves the Father and the Father serves man. If the Christian does not serve Christ, Christ does not serve the Father. There is no salvation.
The mission of the Christian is not a service to man, but to Christ, so that Christ serves the Father, so that the Father serves man.
Today there is a shift of service. The Christian, without any command from Christ, instead of serving Christ has decided to serve man.
He was not called to serve man. The Father is the one that serves the man. He is called to help Christ to help the Father in the service of salvation.
If the true relationship between the Christian and Christ is not restored, not even the relationship between Christ and the Father might be of salvation. The body is missing.
The Christian gives the body to Christ. Christ gives the body to the Father. The Father accomplishes the redemption and the salvation of man through Christ.
The mission of the Christian is Christological. If it is Christological it is theological. If it is theological it is soteriological. If it is not Christological it is not soteriological.
If the mission is soteriological it is also perfectly anthropological. Today we want a purely anthropological mission. It is a vain mission.
Whoever saves is not man, it is not Christ, it is the Father. The Father saves through Christ. Christ saves through the Christian. Christological mission.

CONFIRMATION DONATES THE SPIRIT OF THE MISSION
So that Jesus lived his every command according to his divine ways, the Father consecrated him with anointing. He gave him the Holy Spirit.
Moved and guided by the Holy Spirit, Christ Jesus was always immersed in the divine will, to which he obeyed by executing every modality.
For the Christian to also do his will, Christ Jesus gives him his Spirit. The Spirit is given according to the sacrament that is received.
With the sacrament of confirmation, the Christian receives the Spirit of the Testimony that unites with the Spirit of the adoptive Sonship.
He can live as a perfect adoptive son of the Father and as a perfect witness of Jesus, on condition that he always feeds on the Holy Spirit.
With the sacrament of the diaconate he is transformed into a perfect minister of the charity of Lord Jesus. He can serve the love of Christ to every man.
With the sacrament of the presbyterate he is transformed into an administrator of the divine mysteries, he is made minister of the Word. He is the giver of truth and grace.
With the sacrament of the episcopate he receives the fullness of all the powers of Christ Jesus. He generates other priests, other deacons and other bishops to Christ.
But, each mission can only be accomplished by becoming the true body of Lord Jesus, always nourished and fed by the Holy Spirit.
If we separate from the body of Christ, we will necessarily separate from the Holy Spirit, that is the Spirit that must nourish the body of Christ.
Whoever does not grow as the true body of Christ and does not nurture himself moment by moment of the Holy Spirit might never accomplish the Christian mission.
It can only be accomplished by Christ and by the Holy Spirit. If one is not in Christ and in the Spirit, there is no true Christian mission.

BEAUTY OF JESUS ​​BEAUTY OF CHRISTIAN
The beauty of the Christian is the holy virtues. For every virtue he has conquered and lived, a little divine beauty shines on his face.
Is there a purer and more holy beauty than poverty in spirit, meekness, mercy, peace work, humility and prudence?
Is there more celestial beauty than temperance, fortitude, piety, compassion, forgiveness, benignity and tolerance?
To show the true face of Christ, in which the face of his Father, painted by the Holy Spirit, is imprinted, only one virtue would already suffice.
Instead, the Christian often immerses himself in the vices of the flesh that are: fornication, impurity, debauchery, idolatry, witchcraft and enmities.
To these works of the flesh must be added still: discord, jealousy, dissent, divisions, factions, envy, drunkenness and orgies.
These works make the face of man ugly and even the body is often reduced to rubble. Nothing makes us as ugly as a single vice.
Instead, the fruits of the Spirit: love, joy, peace, magnanimity, benevolence, goodness, faithfulness, meekness and self-control make our face beautiful.
Jesus is divinely beautiful in his face. He possesses all the virtues. Sin always makes ugly. Virtue always makes beautiful.
Today, man thinks he can hide the ugliness of his face by making it up. The trick is immediately cancelled by a single word of evil.

ALWAYS CHOOSING CHRIST 
Who is the Christian? The Christian is the one who always chooses Christ Jesus. How do we choose Christ Jesus? Choosing his Law and his Word.
Jesus is chosen, choosing Him as the one and only source of our life, of our being and our work. Choosing his body.
How do you choose his body? Making it, in the Holy Spirit, our body and making our body his body. Christ is the source of everything.

DESIRE OF LOVE
Every Christian must love Jesus so much as to transforms his love into a strong desire so that everyone loves him with the same intensity.
If the Christian does not love Christ Jesus might he wish that others love him? The life of Jesus is from our life. Love for him from our love.
As Christ is the source and spring of the Father's love, so the Christian must be the source and spring of Christ's love. True mission!

JESUS ​​ASKS TO ASK
Jesus wants to enrich us with every spiritual gift. He can spring not without our explicit request. He gives us all if we ask him it with faith.
It is He the one who asks us to ask, to knock. It is He who wants to make us rich in his every gift. It is He who wants us to fill us with the Holy Spirit.
If He asks us to ask, to knock, it is certain that He will grant us. Let nobody think he is poor. If he is poor, it is because he does not ask.

LET US ASK WIH CONFIDENCE
The great wisdom of the Christian is to know that He is not the source of anything. He is like Christ. Not even Christ is a source. Source is only the father.
Christ knows this eternal truth and asks everything of the Father. The father has put all in his hands. The Christian knows this truth and asks everything of Christ.
In the foolishness, in the not trust and in the non faith, the Christian does not ask and remains poor, miserable, petty in the spirit and in the body.
