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WHO IS BLESSED?
In Scripture, Blessed is only one who walks in the Law of the Lord. in his Commandments. Who listens to his voice. Who does his will day after day. However, one must dwell in the Word of the Lord.
He who goes out and who enters, who obeys and disobeys, who sins and then gets converted to return to sin is not blessed. The dwelling must be habitual. You enter and do not leave. You enter and persevere until the end.
Blessed is he who enters into the Word, meditates on the Word, obeys the Word, lives the Word in every prescription or command. One comes out of the Word, the Word is transformed, the Word is changed and he is no longer blessed.

WHAT IS JUDGMENT?
Judgment is to evaluate a person or an event starting from the falseness of one's heart or from his own feelings and not from the heart of God, of Christ Jesus, of the Holy Spirit, of the Gospel, of Scripture and of divine truth.
Since only the Lord knows the truth of man, only He can evaluate every man according to truth. No man knows the truth of another heart. No man might evaluate another man according to truth.
If another man evaluates, he will falsely evaluate him. He can declare him a sinner, while he is holy. He can say he is holy, while he is a sinner, just and he is unjust, unjust while he is righteous in his intentions and his works.
To evaluate the truth one needs the knowledge of the truth. Who does not possess the yardstick of truth might never evaluate the truth. One who does not know the Gospel might never evaluate a person that speaks of the Gospel.
First he should study what the Gospel is. Getting hold of its truths, then he might evaluate if a word heard is evangelical or it is not. This is true in every field. We need a perfect science to evaluate.
When we enter the weight of the other's heart, there is no human science capable of weighing it. One must necessarily abstain from judgment. Only God weighs the hearts and only He can judge them. Jesus is the universal Judge.
The Lord often grants his prophets the grace to weigh hearts. Whoever possesses this gift can say or evaluate the truth of the other. On the contrary, who does not enjoy this charisma must abstain from any judgment.
But God is jealous of this gift. His prophets receive it from time to time, according to the needs of salvation that are placed before their eyes. Jesus had it permanently and steadily. He knew the hearts.

FEELING ACCORDING TO GOD
Feeling with the heart of God, speaking from the heart of God, in the Holy Spirit, feeling from our heart, listening to it, are two things separated by an unbridgeable chasm. The eternal science of God is the light of divine truth.
Our science is darkness before the science of the Lord. Our science understands something only if the heart is illuminated by the Holy Spirit. The heart is enlightened if it abides in the Word and in the will of God.
The heart that feels according to God, will also speak according to God. Truth is truth, falsehood is falsehood, Law is Law, evil is evil, virtue is virtue, vice is vice, sin is sin, morality is morality and light is light.
But when man speaks from his heart, truth is falsehood, falsehood is truth, evil is good, good is evil, vice is virtue, virtue is vice, sin is good, indeed it is great love and darkness is light.
When one who hears from his heart hears a person who hears according to God and speaks from the heart of God, either he gets converted to the thought of God, or refuses it, accusing of falsehood and lie the one who speaks according to God.
Jesus spoke in the Holy Spirit from the heart of the Father. He said the whole Word of the Father. He also said his truth according to the heart of the Father. He was accused of blasphemy by those who spoke from their hearts and was crucified.

FEELING WITH THE HEART OF CHRIST
When can one say that he truly loves Jesus? When one feels with his heart, he wants with his will, he desires with his desires, he sees with his eyes, he speaks with his mouth and lives his Gospel.
Jesus felt with the heart of the Father, wanted with the will of the Father, desired with the wishes of the Father, saw with the eyes of the Father, spoke with the mouth of the Father and lived the Gospel of the Father.
Let's take a few examples: one thing is seeing a nightclub with the eyes of Christ and another is seeing it with our eyes. One thing is seeing a place, any place, with the eyes of Christ and other is seeing it with ours.
But also, one thing is seeing heaven and hell with the eyes of Christ and another is seeing it with ours. But we can see everything - even the Gospel - with the eyes of Christ, if we feel with his heart.
Until one does not see, does not hear, does not speak, does not listen and does not obey like Christ Jesus, there is no true conversion. Without our conversion, never might the world be converted. Whoever is converted, converts.

WHEN FAITH PRAYS
When faith prays, everything can be asked of the Mother of God and she will always listen. But when does the faith pray? Faith prays when the ear hears the Word of Jesus Lord and the heart loves it.
When does the ear hear and the heart love the Word of the Lord Jesus? When we live to obey. We love to obey. We obey to love. We listen to the Word, we live according to the Word and we pray with faith.

TALKING WITH FIRMNESS
Speaking with Holy Spirit firmness is calling everything with its name. Good is good. Evil is bad. Right is right. Sin is sin. Truth is truth and the Law of God is the Law of God.
He speaks with firmness who lives with firmness. Whoever adapts the Gospel to his spirit and his heart might never speak with Holy Spirit firmness. He will always sew the Gospel according to his heart and the heart of the world.

OBEYING TO GOD
Every man is obliged to obey only his Lord. He obeys his Lord if he observes his Word, both the written one and that which from day to day the Holy Spirit makes reach his ear.
Who lives in order to obey God might never be accepted by who lives in order not to obey God. Falsehood might never accept the truth and not even darkness light. We must get converted and must be of good will.

ACCOMODATED GOSPEL 
No man can accommodate the Gospel and no one might ever disobey God, if he wants eternal salvation. Then, those who were constituted his prophets by God, are responsible for those who are lost.
If the prophet does not announce the Word, even according to the methods established by the Lord, the other will be lost for his omission, but for the loss of the other the prophet is responsible eternally before his God.

PRAYER OF THANKSGIVING AND REQUEST 
We receive all from God. For everything we must thank Him, the Good and Provident Father, who always takes care of his children. Thanksgiving prayer must be raised uninterruptedly from our heart.
If the prayer of thanksgiving is not raised, even the prayer of request cannot be elevated to the Lord. Before asking for other graces, it is right that he is thanked for those he has already granted us.



SHORT FINAL CONSIDERATIONS

Feeling according to God, feeling with the heart of Christ the Lord and feeling according to our heart are two diametrically opposite things. God says with Isaiah: my heart is not your heart, my thoughts are not your thoughts and my ways are not your ways. As the west is far from the orient, my ways are far from your ways. As the sky surpasses the earth, so my thoughts surpass your thoughts. The Lord has placed his thoughts in his Word, in his Law and in his Gospel; he has placed them in the heart of the Holy Spirit so that he makes them be heard by our ears. We often hear people say, "I do not agree". We do not agree with God's thoughts. To God's thoughts we must be converted. To the Word we must be converted. When can we say we are converted? When we think with the thoughts of God, we feel with the heart of God and we think with the thoughts of Christ Jesus and we feel with the heart of Christ Jesus.

The Christian is also called to feel with the heart of the Mother of God. When can we say that we feel with the heart of the Mother of the Lord and our Mother? When we make ours her every wish. What is the greatest desire of the Mother of God manifested to us? That we remind the world of the Word of her Son Jesus. That we become missionaries of his Gospel. That we invite everyone to conversion and to faith in the Gospel. That we fill the house of the Father. That we call every other heart so that it too may become a missionary of the Word of the Lord. If this desire of the Mother of God is not fulfilled, we do not think according to her heart. We think according to our interests, our mind, our will and our desires. This is our failure. Saying that we love the Mother of God and then loving ourselves. Saying to follow her and then we follow ourselves. Saying that we are what she wants us to be and then walking our ways and running through our paths. Feeling with the thoughts, heart, will and desires of the Mother of God is our one and only vocation. May the Angels and Saints come to our rescue. May they help us so that we can live what we have been asked.
