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SINGING AND PRAYER
Singing is the presentation to the Lord of our life that is always from his life. We are from him, through him and with him. Being always from his life, singing is also thanksgiving, praise and blessing of his majesty.
It is also a celebration of his divine essence and truth and of his every intervention in our history, both personal and communal, both today and yesterday and also tomorrow, since He is the only eternal God of tomorrow.
If the link of life with God is lacking, singing is only a sound, a harmonious and less harmonious noise, but nothing more. Life is received from God and is given to God. Given and received, received and given becomes true song for Him.
If our life is not presented to God so that he can make it perfectly, fully and completely from him, according to his divine will, our singing to the Lord is useless. It is a singing without life.
Singing is the joy of the heart because we see with the eyes of the spirit all the wonders worked for us by our God. We see his mercy, his love, his omnipotence all placed at our service and we thank.
 
NAME ESSENCE MISSION 
Moses asked the Lord to reveal his name to him. The Lord told him: "I am who I am". "I am". His name is his essence. He is. He is. Never has He not been. He will never not be. He is without beginning and without end.
Instead, the universe is the one that is always from God. It exists because it is called to existence by God who created it its being. It is because the Lord gives it day by day existence, energy and life.
The Lord calls the sons of Israel his people. It means that they will always have to live as his community and his assembly. What is the essence of the people? Being each from the other, each for the other and each with the other.
How can one be from one another, one for the other and one with the other? Remaining planted in the Law of the Lord. in his Statutes of justice, truth, holiness, love, mercy and forgiveness.
Whoever comes out of the Law of God is no longer a people of the Lord. He has broken the divine statute that allows to be the Lord's people. One becomes without the people, but also against the people and destroyers of the people.
Jesus builds his Church on the rock that is Peter, the visible foundation of unity, truth, justice, holiness, charity, grace and mercy. If the individual does not build himself up in the Church that is on Peter, he is not the Church of Christ.
We are Church because perennially called by Jesus to let ourselves be made by Him through his Holy Spirit, his Church, his community and his people. The people are guided by the Pastors and nourished with grace and truth.
If we separate ourselves from Peter, from the Pastors, from grace, from the truth and from the Gospel, we are no longer Church of the Lord. We are individuals outside the Church, even if we say we belong to the Church. The truth and the essence of the Church are lacking.
In the Church, the faithful can join together to perform together a special and particular mission. Their truth is contained in the name they take. The mission is born from the truth and works from the mission.
For example. If the faithful aggregates receive the name "Apostolic Movement" from Christ Jesus, it means that their essence is the evangelical apostolate and their uniqueness is going throughout the world.
If then to this aggregation particular tasks are added, such as: "Fill the House of the Father. Go. Save. Convert. Remind the Word of my Son Jesus and aggregate to the Movement".
And more: "Work in the Church, for the Church and with the Church. Be humble and obedient for the faith of the Pastors. Work and collaborate with humility and charity with every other association and ecclesial movement".
If the things requested by Jesus are not done or even one of them is neglected, it is a sign that the personal essence and truth is lost. One is name, without essence, truth, purpose and mission. The risk is always one.
This also applies to every other believer who is the Church of God in Christ Jesus through the Holy Spirit, founded and established on Peter and the Pastors. If one does not live as the true body of Christ and is not made the body of Christ, he is not.
Name, essence, mission and missionary mandate must be one. If the missionary mandate or the deliveries on the mission are not respected, the name is an empty shell and the essence is lost.

THE SENT IS ALWAYS FROM THE SENDER 
The sent might never be sender of himself. He is no longer a missionary. The sent is a missionary not only if he is always from the will of the one who sent him, but also carries out every order and command received.
Jesus was tempted throughout his public life to free himself from the Father, to live the work of salvation from his will and not from the will of the Father. Since every man is from the Father, without the father there is no salvation.
Since even Christ Jesus is from the Father, in the Father, for the Father, if he had freed himself from the Father, he would no longer be either Saviour and or Redeemer. He can be Saviour and Redeemer only if he remains from the Father for the Father.
Being Jesus the Sent by God, never might he send himself. This also applies to his Apostles. Being they sent by Christ - this is their essence - they might never send themselves.
All missionary evils arise from this unobserved truth. The Sent and the Sender cannot be the same person. The Father is not a missionary. He does not send himself. Christ is a missionary. He is sent.
Every believer in the body of Christ participates in the mission of Jesus. The mission of Jesus is the redemption and salvation of every man, making him become the body of Christ. Mission of Christ, mission of his body.

THE SIGNS ACCREDIT THE MISSIONARY
Each missionary exercises his mission in the visibility of his works. Every visible work performed by him must attest to his invisible origin. Jesus manifests his invisible origin through signs and wonders.
Even his missionaries manifest their invisible origin by means of signs, wonders and miracles. But signs, wonders and miracles are not the end of the mission. They are used for the accreditation of the missionary.
The signs before death can also be ambiguous and deceptive. Before death an infallible sign that we are from Christ Jesus is full observance in perfect obedience of every Word of the Gospel.
When there is this sign that attests with every certainty that we are from Christ Jesus, from his Gospel, the other signs are also true, they attest that the missionary is from God. Signs after death are all true, indeed very true.
Signs after death are the ones the that the Church assumes as proof of the perfect conformation to Christ of a soul and of a heart. For these signs the soul is declared by the Church first Blessed and then Saint.
If a missionary of Jesus attests that after his death signs and wonders will occur, if signs and wonders are fulfilled, they are proof that the soul was a true prophet of the living God. Only God knows the future.

WHAT JESUS WANTS 
What does Jesus want from every one of his disciples? That he lives every Word that came out of his mouth. This applies for all his body. If he then to some associated members has given his current word, he asks obedience to it.
Who wants to know what Jesus asks of him as an individual, suffices that he reads the Gospel. He will find every Word to be observed. Instead who assumed an associated form must always remember the Word of Jesus addressed to him.
Every associated form in the Church must live the Word of the Gospel according to the modalities, the forms and the current desires manifested to it by Christ Jesus through his Holy Spirit. Today in the form of today.

WHEN YOU CROSS THE DOOR OF THE CHURCH
When we enter the House of the Lord, we enter to free us from our thoughts that upset, trouble and slow down our life and to put on the thoughts of God and his divine will that make it free.
We give our worries to God. He makes them his own and frees us. We take his desire for salvation. We make it our own. We free God from a great yearning of redemption of the world. He frees us. We free him.
Liberation must be mutual. We free God from his thought of salvation. God frees us from our thoughts of trouble. Liberation for liberation. Life for life. Desire for desire. The perfect prayer.

JOY IS A GIFT OF GOD
Joy is a gift from God, it is the fruit of the Holy Spirit in us. When does the Holy Spirit create joy in our hearts? When in obedience to the Word of Jesus, we do his will and live the mission entrusted to us.
If we are not in the purest obedience to the Lord, if we do not accomplish the mission that has been entrusted to us, the Spirit might never create joy in our hearts. Without the joy of the Holy Spirit, life is filled with much sadness.

















SHORT FINAL CONSIDERATIONS

It is right to offer a word of light on the name, essence and mission of an association, a movement and an ecclesial group. Everything is in the name as essence, but also the name lives and is realized in respect of the essence of the mission entrusted, delivered and given. If the rules and contents of the mission are not respected, the name is also deprived of its truth. It is an empty name. Empty church. Empty presbyter. Empty Christian. Empty association. Empty movement. Empty church group. What is empty is in all similar to a jug of water. If it is empty, nobody might be quenched from it.
Moses asked the Lord to reveal his name to him. The Lord told him: "I am who I am". "I am". His name is his essence. He is. He is. He has never not been. He never will not be. He is without beginning and without end. Instead, the universe is the one that is always from God. It exists because it is called to existence by God who created its being. It subsists because the Lord gives it day by day existence, energy and life. The Lord calls the sons of Israel his people. It means that they will always have to live as his community and ht assembly. What is the essence of the people? Being each from the other, each for the other, each with the other. How can one be from one another, one for the other, the one with the other? Remaining planted in the Law of the Lord. In his Statutes of justice, truth, holiness, love, mercy and forgiveness.
Whoever comes out of the Law of God is no longer a people of the Lord. He has broken the divine statute that allows us to be the Lord's people. One becomes without the people, but also against the people and destroyers of the people. Jesus builds his Church on the rock that is Peter, the visible foundation of unity, truth, justice, holiness, charity, grace and mercy. If the individual does not build himself up in the Church that is on Peter, he is not the Church of Christ. We are Church because we are perennially called by Jesus to let ourselves be made by Him through his Holy Spirit, his Church, his community and his people. The people is guided by the Pastors and nourished by them with grace and truth. If we separate ourselves from Peter, from the Pastors, from grace, from the truth and from the Gospel, we are no longer Church of the Lord. We are individuals outside the Church, even if we say we belong to the Church. The truth and the essence of the Church are lacking.
In the Church, the faithful can join together to perform together a special, particular mission. Their truth is contained in the name they take. The mission is born from the truth and works from the mission. For example. If the faithful members receive the name "Apostolic Movement" from Christ Jesus, it means that their essence is the evangelical apostolate and their uniqueness is going throughout  the world. If then to this aggregation are added particular tasks, such as: "Fill the House of the Father. Go. Save and Convert. Remind the Word of my Son Jesus. Join to the Movement". And more: "Work in the Church, for the Church and with the Church. Be humble and obedient for the faith to the Pastors. Work and collaborate with humility and charity with every other association and ecclesial movement". If the things requested by Jesus are not done or even one time are neglected, it is a sign that one's essence and truth has been lost. One is a name, without essence, truth, purpose and mission. The risk is always one.
This also applies to every other believer who is the Church of God in Christ Jesus through the Holy Spirit, founded and established on Peter and the Pastors. If one does not live as the true body of Christ and one does not make the body of Christ, one is not. Name, essence, mission and missionary mandate must be one. If the missionary mandate or the deliveries on the mission are not respected, the name is an empty shell and the essence is lost.
The Virgin Mary, Mother of God, Mother of the Redemption, asked that one of her wishes and her will may be fulfilled. That the Word of Jesus is reminded to the world according to the rules of the Word; in the Church, with the Church and for the Church, to form the Body of Christ, because in the Body of Christ the salvation of man is accomplished, by the work of the Holy Spirit and one becomes true kingdom of God. If this will is realised with unbroken obedience, we are not empty pitchers. If it is not realised, we are pitchers that do not contain water. May the Angels and Saints make every Christian a source of life giving water that gushes out with eternal life.
