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REAL PRAYER
When is prayer true? When it is done with the heart, with strong desire, to ask for the change of heart, its conversion. If the heart is not converted, God might never do his work for it.
As the heart lets itself be made new by the love of the Father, by the grace of Christ Jesus and by the communion and light of the Holy Spirit, the Gospel in its life becomes ever more true, brighter.
New heart, new Gospel, new light and new truth. Heart of sin, Gospel of sin, light of sin and truth of sin. When are light, Gospel and truth sinful? When they do not change the heart.
The heart must be new to give the Gospel new and the Gospel is new if it is given in the purity of its truth and in the splendour of its light. When the Gospel is in the heart, the heart always announces the Gospel.

HIDDEN GOSPEL
Today it is not the Gospel that is hidden. We always and everywhere talk about the Gospel. It is the Word of Jesus that is hidden. It is the Word of Jesus that is not known, that has been forgotten. It is the Word that is not reminded.
Why is there a difference between the Gospel and the Word of Jesus? The Gospel is the written one. It can also be repeated by heart, deprived of its truth and its Holy Spirit. The Word of Jesus might never be deprived of the truth.
The Word of Jesus is the Word put on our lips by the Holy Spirit. But not from the Holy Spirit that is outside of us. But from the Spirit that is within us. This is why the heart must always be pure, holy and new.
The disciple of Jesus must have the heart full of the Father to give his love. Of Christ Jesus to give his grace and of the Holy Spirit to give the Gospel according to his most pure truth of today.
When do the Father of heaven, Christ Jesus, the Holy Spirit and the Mother of the Lord become our help and our support? When they live in us. From within us they guard us. From outside they can do it a little.
The more they grow in us and become strong in us, the more we can walk in the Gospel and in the truth, announce the Word of Jesus according to very pure truth. If they are out, we say vain things.

THE CERTAINTY OF FAITH
When do we feel alone, afflicted and abandoned? When the Virgin Mary and Christ Jesus do not live inside us. The heart feels the emptiness. Emptiness is loneliness. Loneliness produces affliction and a sense of abandonment.
But when the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit and the Mother of God dwell in the heart and grow in it, the sense of loneliness, abandonment and affliction are proof of our faith. The Lord wants us stronger.
Affliction, abandonment and loneliness have a very high spiritual therapeutic value against pride. It is easy to fall into pride for the spiritual gifts with which the Lord enriches us. This must never happen.
It does not happen because the Lord deprives us of his sensitive presence, makes us see the emptiness around us, makes us feel a nothingness before Him and we remain in the humbleness of a prayer that is confident and full of hope.

PRAYER TO JESUS
When a heart prays, it manifests itself to its God and Lord. Prayer is a revelation to oneself and to others of one's heart, soul, own spirit and every feeling and desire.
One prayer is enough to unveil our complete spiritual state. But what can a prayer reveal of its state? First of all, the need to always ask for piety to God for the personal life.
Secondly, the manifestation of one's own weakness and fragility. Having recognized the personal weakness and fragility, the prayer becomes the request of every help so that weakness and fragility are transformed into fortitude.
Thirdly, it can manifest the desire to live the Word of Jesus in every condition of life, even in conditions of criticality, in which it is easy to murmur, to speak badly, to hurt brothers and sisters with words and deeds.
Fourthly, the desire to walk taken by the hand by Jesus and our Mother. Finally, the desire to love the cross, because love for the cross is for us the only way that leads to the kingdom of heaven.

IMITATION OF JESUS
Jesus is the Light of the world. But Jesus is Light from the Light, Light in the Light of the Father and Light for the Light of the Father. Jesus manifests all the power of his Light of love on the cross. Here he becomes a holocaust for the Father.
If the Christian wants to be the light of the world, he must be light from the Light of Jesus, light in the Light of Jesus and light for the Light of Jesus. He becomes light, if like Jesus, he is made a holocaust of love for Jesus, to manifest Him.
The more Jesus is imitated, the more one becomes light from the Light of Jesus, the Word from his Word, the Gospel from his Gospel and the Truth from his truth. If Jesus is not imitated, he will never become Light, Word, Gospel and Truth. Never his missionaries.

PRAYER TO JESUS
Prayer to Jesus reveals the depths of our faith, of our hope and of our charity. By faith we know that we are called to love, we are called to manifest the love of Christ to every man.
We are the instrument, the way and the tree of the love of Christ Jesus. The more we grow in him, the more our tree will produce every fruit of love, piety, consolation, peace, comfort, support, help, mercy and forgiveness.
If we do not grow in him, our tree does not grow and will always produce very few fruits, many of which cannot even ripen. Our infertility in terms of fruit is the sign of the paucity of growth.
By faith we know that we, his disciples, are the creators of true hope in every heart. How is true hope created in the hearts? Showing the true hope in our life. How is it shown?
We show true hope with full obedience to every Word of Jesus. Whoever obeys the Gospel will produce fruits of the Gospel, on earth and in eternity. By producing the fruits of the Gospel, we manifest hope.
Our faith tells us that light comes into the world from our light. But it also teaches us that our light comes from the light of Christ Jesus. Only by becoming light, by remaining in light can we give light.
But today we want to be light separated from the light that is Jesus the Lord. Truth detached from the truth of the Holy Spirit. We want to convert without being converted. We want to give grace, but remaining dry trees.
Our faith tells us that everything is from our conformation to the love of the Father, to the grace of Christ and to the communion of the Holy Spirit. The Christian is obliged to a strong and intense daily spiritual journey.
No one might gather fruit without planting the tree and without lending to the tree every care. The Heavenly Father planted the tree of life that is Christ Jesus on the earth and wrapped it with the hedge of the Holy Spirit.
He planted him in his bosom. He made him grow up nurturing him with his love. He brought him to the summit of obedience, nourishing him with all heavenly nourishment. Are we planted in the womb of Christ Jesus?
Are we guardians by the hedge of the Holy Spirit? Are we nourished with the very pure love that comes from the heart of the heavenly Mother? This is the secret of fruiting. But we are all planted in a desert.

WILL OF JESUS
The Father has only one will: that every man confesses his glory. How is the glory of the Father confessed? Recognizing him as our only Creator, Lord, God, Father, Providence, Redemption and Salvation.
How is the glory of the Father confessed in reality, in history? With a very pure obedience to his Word, which has its fulfilment in the Word of Christ Jesus, his Messiah, his Eternal Life and his only Mediator.
How is the glory of the Father confessed in history? Letting us be guided to the whole truth of Christ, in which the truth of the Father, by the Holy Spirit is. Without the Holy Spirit we are without the truth of Christ Jesus.
Without the truth of Christ Jesus we are without the truth of the Father. Without the truth of the Father we are without the truth of man. Without the truth of man there will be no salvation for us. Salvation is from the truth.
Our faith is necessarily Trinitarian, because our God is a mystery of unity and trinity. Christ does not exist without the Father. Christ is from the Father. Without the Father and the Son there is no Holy Spirit.
The Holy Spirit is from the Father and the Son. But even without the Holy Spirit we do not have the truth of Christ. Nor does he exist, because Christ is from the Father in the Holy Spirit. It is impossible to think of a God who saves without Christ.
Nor can one think of a Christ Jesus without the Holy Spirit. It cannot be done. The mystery is one and is triune together. Father and Son and Holy Spirit subsist in the one and only divine nature. It is an eternal mystery.
What then is the will of Jesus? That he may be confessed as the only way, in the Holy Spirit, to access the Father. Without this Trinitarian confession there is no salvation. The only God is the invention of the human mind.

PRAYER OF OBEDIENCE 
When is our prayer true? When the heart is in the love of the Father, in the grace of Christ and in the communion of the Holy Spirit. When does this happen? When the heart dwells in the Word of Christ Jesus.
Never might a heart be of God, if it is not in the Word. It is in the Word if it obeys it. Obedience to the Word creates true communion with the love of the Father, the grace of Christ and the communion of the Holy Spirit.
Love for the Father is love for the Word. Love for Christ is love for the Gospel. Love towards the Holy Spirit is love towards the truth. Word, Gospel and Truth are the true essence of true love.
When in the Christian there is no obedience to the Word, the Gospel and the Truth, the honour for the Lord is only a fruit of the lips. Man's heart is elsewhere because obedience is lacking. Obedience is everything.
It is obedience that makes the difference between a true and a false prayer, between those who honour God with their lips and those who honour him with their hearts. God is pleased of one thing: that his children listen to his voice.
Today, if you hear the voice of the Lord, do not harden your heart as your fathers did in the desert, despite having seen my works. This is the exhortation that the Lord always addresses to his children.
Prayer is also pleasing to the Lord, when after disobedience, repented and converted, we ask Him for forgiveness, in the will of a perennial obedience to his voice, his word and his will.
It is right thing for everyone to ask: is my prayer pleasing to the Lord because it is raised to him with a firm and resolute will to listen to his voice? Or is it a prayer of only lips, a breath of the mouth?
Do I ask the Lord to make me a person of true prayer, because I ask him to grant me perfect obedience to his law? Do I walk from obedience to obedience and from truth to truth?

THE CERTAINTY OF FAITH
When does faith become certainty for the disciple of Jesus? When the Gospel is transformed into life. We live in the Word and the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit live in us. Living in us, they are for us.
God is for us, when we are not in the Word, so that we enter the Word. How do I enter the Word? With repentance, conversion, the desire not to go out anymore from the word.
When we are out of the Word, the Lord works so that we return to it. This is the first certainty. This certainty lasts until the last moment of our life, unless one sins against the Holy Spirit.
With sin against the Holy Spirit, every certainty of salvation and redemption ends. We are already damned when we are still alive. But when we are in the Word, the Lord works so that we remain in it.
Not only does he work so that we remain. He also works so that we may grow from faith to faith, from truth to truth, obedience to obedience, grace to grace and holiness to holiness. Our work is necessary to this certainty.
What is the work of the disciple of Jesus? Uninterrupted prayer to the Lord so that he comforts us with all his grace. Prayer is public and private. Frequent attendance of the Eucharist and Confession aids greatly.
If prayer is omitted - done with the heart and not the one mumbled with the lips - little by little one weakens in the spirit and the house of the Word is abandoned. Prayer is everything for the disciple of Jesus.
Whoever wants to grow in the Word and increase to the infinite his certainty coming from the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, he must live with true prayer. He must draw everything from the Lord. Everything must be grace.

FAITH IN THE EUCHARIST
We will always say little about the Eucharist. I would like to offer only a small, brief reflection, starting from the old Simeon. The Gospel according to Luke speaks of him. The Lord gave him the grace to hold Jesus in his arms.
Here is his prayer: "Now you can leave, O Lord, that your servant goes in peace, according to your word, because my eyes have seen your salvation, prepared by you before all peoples.
Light to reveal you to the peoples and glory of your people, Israel" (Lk 2: 29-32). This man alone for having touched Jesus, asks the Lord to let him die in peace. The world has nothing more to offer him. Nothing at all.
Instead, we receive the Eucharist not even as a baked bread. Not even as if were water. Not even as if it were a crumb. We receive it and it is as if it were not our God who comes to make himself our life.
Today we pretend to receive it by remaining outside the Word, without any will to return or enter it. We want to receive it so that no distinction is made in the community between those who love God and those who do not love him.
There is no more serious sin than receiving the Eucharist in great indifference. The Eucharist is the love of Christ Jesus Crucified. God so loved the world as to give his only Son. It is the great gift of the Father.

PRAYER TO MARY
Mary leads to the heart of Christ in the Holy Spirit. Christ leads to the heart of the Father in the Spirit. Prayer to the Mother of God has the purpose of bringing us into her heart so that through her heart we reach the heart of Christ.
The contemplation of the mysteries of the Rosary has as its purpose to make us fall in love with the life of the Mother of God and of Christ Jesus for our full imitation, according to the personal motion of the Holy Spirit.

PRAYER OF SANCTITY
Prayer must be a request for greater holiness, fuller obedience and more intense and strong desire to do all the will of the Lord. Whoever wants to eliminate sin from his life must ask it to the Lord.
Holiness is the vocation of every disciple of Jesus. What is true holiness? It is living with the soul, the spirit and the body in the Word of the Lord for all the days of our life, without ever leaving it.
If the disciple of Jesus wants to be a missionary of the Gospel, he must grow in holiness, that is, in obedience to the Word of his Lord. We grow in the Word only by living the Word. Growth is in listening.














SHORT FINAL CONSIDERATIONS

In Holy Scripture every prayer raised to the Lord manifests the heart of the person who puts himself to prayer. There is a difference between the Magnificat of the Virgin Mary, the Benedictus of Zechariah and the prayer of Jesus in the Garden of Olives or Jesus on the cross. Just as there is a difference between a canticle and another canticle. The prayer that is elevated to heaven is different than that which is elevated on earth. The Pharisee recites a prayer of hatred and hypocrisy. Instead, the publican prays with a contrite and humiliated heart. It is enough to listen to a person's prayer and his heart is immediately revealed.
Prayer to Jesus reveals the depths of our faith, of our hope and of our charity. By faith we know that we are called to love, we are called to manifest the love of Christ to every man. We are the instrument, the way and the tree of the love of Christ Jesus. The more we grow in him, the more our tree will produce every fruit of love, piety, consolation, peace, comfort, support, help and mercy.
If we do not grow in him, our tree does not grow and it will always produce very few fruits, many of which cannot even ripen. Our infertility in terms of fruit is the sign of the paucity of growth. The hymns of Paul in his Letters are true prayers, but rich in all the mystery of Christ Jesus. If it is right to pray with the prayers of Scripture, if it is holy to pray with the prayers of the Church, it is urgent to pay attention to the prayers raised to God. but composed of single hearts and also transformed into songs. In the liturgy, attention must be paid so that the mystery that is celebrated is always respected.
Mother of God, Mother of the Redemption, Virgin who sang the mystery of your God according to pure truth, teach our hearts to pray from the truth of our soul, our spirit, our body, our history and the history of the world. Not only that, but above all from the truth of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, from the truth of the Gospel, of the Church, of grace and of the sacraments. Angels and Saints make sure that our hearts always pray from the highest truth. For this it is necessary that we grow in truth and in light. Whoever is in darkness will always utter a prayer of darkness, unless he wishes to be converted and raise to God a prayer of repentance and forgiveness. The man of God always makes prayers according to God.
