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BEING ENTRUSTED TO Jesus
The Eucharist is not one of the great pillars that govern the life of the Christian. It is the essential and fundamental pillar. Without it the Christian building cannot withstand the devastating shock waves that are those of temptation.
Without the Eucharist there is no true Christian life. The nourishment is lacking. A body without drinking and eating is condemned to death. Even the Christian, if he does not eat the flesh of Christ Jesus and does not drink his blood, dies.
No suffering is liveable without the force that is drawn from the Eucharist. Each sacrament receives energy and life from the Body and Blood of Lord Jesus. But not even any purpose might ever be maintained.
However, it is not enough to receive the Eucharist only with the mouth. It must be received with the heart, the mind, the soul, the body purified from every stain of sin, with a good conscience and with uncontaminated hands.
It's true. We are imperfect when we receive the Eucharist. But every Eucharist we receive must help us grow in obedience to the Word, eliminating even the smallest imperfections from our being.
Growth in wisdom, grace, fortitude and justice must be visible in the long run. A tree is planted and being fed little by little it grows. The Christian feeds on Christ to live for Christ.
When a Christian abandons the sacrament that gives life to every other sacrament, his life begins to lose wisdom and grace, truth and purity, holiness and love, hope and mercy, faith and purity.
No much time will go by and it is already the mortal sin. Then you enter a spiral that leads to a bottomless abyss. Going back up later becomes increasingly difficult. Detachment from the Eucharist is spiritual death.

EXAMPLE AND MODEL
Conversion is the passage from death to life, from vice to virtue, from imperfection to perfection and from infidelity to fidelity. But it is also a journey from faith to faith and from truth to truth, moved by the Holy Spirit.
Some might ask: why is conversion the journey from faith to faith and from truth to truth? Because faith is not a static, but a dynamic reality and so is also truth. Yesterday's truth and faith are not the truth and faith of today.
Jesus also grew in wisdom and grace. If we do not grow in faith we do not grow in obedience. If we do not grow in the truth, we do not grow in the Holy Spirit, because the Holy Spirit leads to the whole truth.
The truth of the Christian is his growth in every virtue. It is obedience to every Word of Christ Jesus. It is the growth of the measure of grace and wisdom. His measure must come to be without measure.
If the Holy Spirit is given to the Christian without measure, his growth must also be without measure. When he does not grow he decreases and it is then that the Christian shows a false image of himself. He lacks in his truth.
A principle deserves all of our attention. It must be meditated. Those who believe in Christ must change their lives. Faith is a change of life, because it is obedience to the Law of the Lord. The Commandments must be observed.
Why is faith a change of life? Because it is obedience to a Word written both on paper and in our hearts by the Holy Spirit. If faith is not obedience, it is non-faith. Jesus and the Word are one.
God and the Word are one. The Church and the Word are one. The Christian and the Word are one. When are the Christian and the Word one? When it becomes obedience.
If the Word says not to kill, it must necessarily change my life if I believe in it. If I say I believe and kill, my faith is dead. As man dies if he is deprived of his body, so too is faith.
God and Word are one. The written Word is taken away from God, God becomes an idol. Christ Jesus and the Word are one. The Word is taken away from Christ, Christ becomes an idol, a fruit of the mind of man.
The same thing must be said for the Church, for the Christian, in every condition of life, ministry, spirituality and journey. The Word is taken away, everything becomes falsehood, lies and deceit. It is the Word that gives truth to everything.
The Word is only that of God and of Christ Jesus, however not entrusted to the paper simply, but also to the Holy Spirit, that is the Spirit of Christ Jesus and that was given to the Apostles. Today the Spirit is given by the Apostle.
Word, Christ Jesus, Holy Spirit and Apostle are one. The Word is taken away, Christ, the Spirit and the Apostle become an idol. It is also true in reverse. The Apostle is taken away and Christ, Word and Spirit, lack in truth.
Father, Son and Holy Spirit are one mystery of life. Word, Christ, Spirit, Apostle are one mystery of life. If the Apostle is without the Holy Spirit, his mission becomes of death, never will it be of life.
Not only must unity be preserved, we must always grow in it. We grow, growing in the Spirit, in Christ, in the Word and in obedience to the Word according to the truth placed in it by the Holy Spirit today.

ETERNAL HELL
God told the man when he was in the garden of Eden. "If you eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, you will certainly die." Time and eternity of man flow over this Word of eternal value.
The woman and the man did not listen, did not believe to this Word of God. They have not obeyed. The word infallibly is fulfilled. We come out of the Word, we enter the hell of death. Death generates death.
One lives in the Word and enters the way. Life generates life. Death seals our state of life and death forever. If we are found in life we ​​will enter eternal life. If we are in death, we will remain in it.
There is no need to wait for the end of our lives and enter eternity to know that the Word of God is the purest truth. As soon as the woman and the man came out of the Word, they immediately found themselves in death.
Today, we can do this test too, indeed it has already been done. We have established by human law that every Word of God can be disobeyed. What have we done? A universal hell of the earth.
All sin against history, against evidence, against their mind and their eyes, those who say that hell does not exist. Hell exists. It is under our eyes. But we don't want to see it.
Not only do we not want to see it, we think that our science has so much omnipotence as to turn it into paradise. We can see evil, but we cannot overcome it. Evil is overcome in only one way.
We win, coming out of disobedience to the Word and returning to the paths of listening to the Word for all the days of ours. Life is in the Word. It is in obedience. It is in listening. It is in fidelity to the Word.
All the evils of the world are the fruit of disobedience to the Word of our God, Lord and Creator. They are the fruit of disobedience to the Word of Christ Jesus, Lord, Redeemer and Saviour. Life is in the Word.
They are the fruit of disobedience to the truth of the Holy Spirit, that is given to us in an ever present and new truth. It is not a question of a novelty of breakage or separation. But a novelty of growth and perfection.
Whoever wants to remove hell from our history and bring life back into he must do nothing but announce the Word, all the Word and not a part of it, inviting to its conversion and perennial obedience.

REPENTANCE AND FORGIVENESS
How do you get into the Word? How to return to it. Recognizing the evil done in disobedience to it. Repenting of what we have done. Humbly asking forgiveness from the Lord of the Word.
At one time it was taught that for a good confession five things were required: examination of conscience, pain of sins, purpose of never committing them again. Accusation of sins, satisfaction or penance.
The examination of conscience is done in relation to the Word: have I always lived this Word of God? Have I always led my life in this Word of Jesus? If the answer is negative, then I did not walk in the Word.
For every word transgressed, the Lord was offended, insulted, affronted and declared him none Lord. For this one must feel pain. Not of sins, but because with sin I offended my God.
Sin is recognised, one is grieved for having offended the Lord of life, but not for a minute and a moment. Pain must be forever. For this we must add the purpose of no longer sinning.
Then we say to the Lord in what we hurt him and we humbly ask forgiveness. But is this enough? Not yet. The evil done must be repaired. Christ Jesus offered the Father a universal reparation. We must participate in it.
There are some sins in which reparation is a condition for receiving absolution. What has been stolen in any way must be returned. Slander and false testimony must also be repaired. It is an obligation.
Even if we offend our brothers, it is always God who is offended. We have disobeyed his Law and his will. We have denied him as our God and Lord. Sin is always against God, always.

READING OF THE WORD OF GOD
Why are we invited to read a page of the Gospel every day? What is its purpose? Reading of the Gospel puts us in communion with the heart of Christ Jesus. It makes us know his will, his Law and his Word.
It also reveals us the state of our life. It tells us if we are in the Word or if we are fully or only marginally out. It tells us how much we know about Christ Jesus and how much we still ignore.
The Word of the Lord reveals us to ourselves revealing God, Christ and the Holy Spirit to us. However, the reading of the Gospel must be done in the state of grace, in prayer and in constant invocation to the Holy Spirit.
Knowing the Word of the Lord to lend all obedience to it is a gift of the Holy Spirit to whoever is in Christ the Lord and wants to live as the true Son of the Father, in his one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church.

MEETING JESUS ​​AND MARY
A small observation must be made. Whoever wants to meet Jesus and Mary can do it, but with only one purpose: to listen to the Word and to give it a greater obedience. Jesus and the Word are one.
You can be out of the Word. We can go to Christ Jesus and to his Mother, but not to stay out of the Word, but to enter into it. Jesus' consolation, comfort, peace and life are given in the Word.
Today, like yesterday, we want Jesus' consolation but out of his Word and obedience to it. We want justice, peace, restoration and life, but going along the roads of evil. Conversion to the Word is needed.
Going to Christ to be comforted, going to the Mother of Jesus to be comforted, means one thing only: will, desire, thirst to welcome the Word in order to enjoy all the fruits of life that are in it.
All evils are the fruit of this separation of Christ from the Word, of the Mother of God from obedience to the Word. The Mother says: "Do whatever he tells you". Jesus says: "Take my yoke upon you".

THE HARVESS IS ABUNDANT
The Church is one, holy, catholic and apostolic. The Apostle is the essence of the Church. There is no Church of Christ Jesus if she is not built on the foundation of the Apostles. Paul also adds the Prophets to the Apostles.
The presbyter, consecrated by the Apostle, with the Apostle is the foundation of the Church. As a house without the foundation is destined to collapse, so too the Church of Jesus without the foundation collapses, has collapsed.
Those who love the Church always let themselves be built on the Apostles and their collaborators in the Episcopal order which are the presbyters. Whoever loves the Church always lets himself be made by God a solid foundation for his Church.
This happens in the acceptance of the vocation to the ordained priesthood. The presbyter is not a stone of the Church, he is her true foundation in Christ. In Christ he is her true cornerstone.
Either the presbyter is seen as the foundation of our Christian life, or there is no Christian life. We are a home founded on the sand. But even the presbyter is necessary that sees himself as a true foundation, otherwise his presbyteral mission is lay and not priestly.
The mission differs in substance, essence and not in quality or quantity. The presbyter is not a little teacher and not even one who comes to intone the prayer. Everyone can do these things.
The presbyter is divinely different by vocation, mission, essence, constitution from above, consecration and conformation to Christ the Lord. The presbyter puts the truth of the Holy Spirit in the Word of the Gospel.
Rather, he transforms the Word of the Gospel into truth as he transforms bread and wine into the Body and Blood of Christ. However, there is a substantial difference between the two transformations.
Bread and wine are transformed for the sacramental word. This Word acts ex opere operato (out of). The transformation of the Word of the Gospel into truth of the Holy Spirit today takes place ex opere operantis (out the work of who operates.)
The presbyter who wants to transform the Word of the Gospel into the actual truth of the Holy Spirit must revive the Spirit in him day after day and at the same time must grow from faith to faith and holiness to holiness.
The more he is in the Spirit, the more the Spirit acts for him. The presbyter is the greatest social worker, but only if he lives as a true priest, according to the will of the Holy Spirit and not according to that of men.
If anyone wants to know the depth of this statement, let him Read Hosea. He can also read Malachi. "Hear the word of the Lord, O children of Israel, because the Lord is in dispute with the inhabitants of the land.
In fact there is neither sincerity nor love and knowledge of God in the country. It is perjured, false is said, there is killing, stealing, adultery committing, all this spreads and blood on blood is spilled.
This is why the country is in mourning and whoever lives there languishes, along with the wild animals and the birds of the sky; even the fish of the sea perish. But let no one accuse, no one contest.
Against you, priest, I move the accusation. You stumble by day and even the prophet stumbles with you at night and I will make your mother perish. My people perish due to lack of knowledge.
Since you refuse knowledge, I will reject you as my priest; you have forgotten the law of your God and I will also forget your children (Hos 4,1-6). These are eternal timeless words. Even those of Malachi are.
Now this warning to you, priests. If you will not listen to me and you will not be anxious to give glory to my name, says the Lord of hosts, I will send the curse upon you
and I will turn your blessings into a curse. In fact, I've already changed them, because no one among you cares. Behold, I will break your arm and shed excrement upon your face,
the excrements of the victims immolated in your solemn parties, so that you may be wiped out together with them. So you will know that I have directed this warning to you, so that my alliance with Levi exists,
says the Lord of hosts. My covenant with him was a covenant of life and well-being, which I granted him, and also of fear, and he feared me and revered my name.
A true teaching was on his mouth nor was there falsehood on his lips; he walked before me with peace and righteousness and caused many to turn away from evil. In fact the priest's lips must guard science and from his mouth teaching is sought,
for he is the messenger of the Lord of hosts. Instead, you have strayed from the right path and had many stumble with your teaching; you have destroyed Levi's alliance,
says the Lord of hosts. Therefore I also made you contemptible and abject before all the people, because you did not follow my ways and used partiality in your teaching (Mal 2,1-9).
Jesus says that Scripture must not be cancelled. It is eternal truth. When the presbyter is a presbyter, the Church of Christ Jesus is the Church of Christ Jesus. When the presbyter is not a presbyter, the Church is not the Church.

THE FAVOURABLE TIME
Time is always favourable when the Lord passes. When he does not pass, it is no longer favourable. When the Lord touches the heart with his Holy Spirit, then time is favourable. An immediate response is urgently needed.
We must put in our hearts one thing: Today the Lord passes, today he speaks, today he invites, today he exhorts and today he offers the grace of conversion and salvation. Today is the favourable time. Tomorrow he might not pass.
Here is the exhortation of the Lord: Today, if you listen to the voice of the Lord, do not harden your heart, as in the times of Massa and Meriba, where they tempted me, they put me to the test, despite having seen my works".
Trying the Lord is doubting his Word, his grace and his holy Spirit. If the Lord calls, one is also able to do his will. God calls and gives every grace to respond to his call.

SPECIAL MISSION
The Holy Spirit does not have a single mode of action to bestow his gifts. His modalities are multiple, infinite. Even the heavenly Father comes and brings the true vine that is Christ, so that it produces much fruit.
Whoever has received a charisma, both as a person and as part of an Association, Movement and Group in the Church, must always walk in the charisma according to the truth of the Holy Spirit.
An example illuminates: one conceives a child. It is life given together by God and by man. This life grows, develops, matures to be born and still develops, grows and reaches full maturity.
But this life can also decrease until it dies. It can be attacked by many naturally occurring pathogens and lead it to death. But it can also be devastated by the vices of men and by the use of lethal substances.
The same thing happens with the charisma and charismas of the Holy Spirit. We can define the charisma a seed of the Holy Spirit poured into our hearts by the Spirit. What must our utmost attention be?
That of protecting it, keeping it, curing it, nourishing it, reviving it, healing it, nourishing it and supporting it for the whole time of our lives. How might this happen? Taking away sin and every vice from our body.
Sin and vice attack the charisma and render it ineffective, deprive it of all strength. Sin and vice lead the charisma to death. It is not enough to take away sin and not even to eradicate vices. They do not die in us.
They are always latent, ready to always take on new vigour. It is necessary to grow in all obedience to the Word and begin a true journey of asceticism till arranging that all virtues live in us in fullness of life.
If we do not grow in grace neither might we grow in wisdom. Grace and wisdom are one the food of the charisma because it never stops growing and the other light to see the road on which it must always walk.
The work of the Spirit can only be accomplished by the Spirit. The Spirit accomplishes it through his charisma. If the charisma lives, the Spirit can work. The fruits will be produced to the extent of growth and vitality.

LARGE FLOCK
The Christian is called to see the sky as a large, large fold. It is capable of containing an unlimited number of sheep. But sheep are lost today, out of the Church, they must be collected and cared for.
Every disciple of Jesus must care about bringing some sheep into the fold of the Church, to be in the eternal tomorrow in the very great fold of heaven. No one must present himself without sheep before Jesus.
If we are true sheep of Christ the Lord in his Church, the Holy Spirit always attracts some sheep to the Church for us. We take care of it with our good example, our exemplariness and it lives and grows.

PRAYER REVEALS THE HEART
Every prayer that is raised to the Lord reveals the truth of our heart. It is enough to observe what we say to the Lord in prayer and the truth of the heart is revealed and manifested to us. We know how we are made.
The Virgin Mary sings her Magnificat to the Lord and we know the whole truth of her heart. Christ Jesus also raises his prayer to the Father and we know the depths of his heart. Everything is in prayer.
When the heart changes, the prayer changes. When the heart is dead to the truth even our prayer is without truth. It suffices to listen to the words that come from the heart and we will know our truth.

SHORT FINAL CONSIDERATIONS
Every disciple of Jesus is called to conversion every day. But what is conversion actually? For the Christian, conversion is the journey in the Word, under the constant and uninterrupted guidance and motion of the Holy Spirit. It is progressing on the path of the Spirit, letting us be led by him to the whole truth. For those who are in vice, in sin, in the transgression of the Law of the Lord, it is a passage into virtues, grace and full obedience to the Word. It is abandoning darkness to enter the realm of light.
Conversion is the passage from death to life, from vice to virtue, from imperfection to perfection and from infidelity to fidelity. But it is also a journey from faith to faith and from truth to truth, moved by the Holy Spirit. Some might ask: why is conversion the journey from faith to faith and from truth to truth? Today there is no longer a journey of conversion because all the words of men are proclaimed words that lead to God into his eternal kingdom. Mother of God, Angels, Saints, arrange that every Christian loves the true Word  and consecrates all his life to it.
