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SPIRITUAL DROWSINESS
Spiritual drowsiness occurs when one stops growing in the three theological virtues - faith, hope, charity - and in the four cardinal virtues - prudence, justice, fortitude temperance -. Not growing in these virtues, the sensitivity of the spirit is lost and religion becomes sterile practice.
By losing spiritual sensitivity, the spiritual dimension is also lost. Without sensitivity and without a spiritual dimension, man lives as if he did not have a soul to save and a spirit to carry into the purest truth of both supernatural and natural things. You live on your body alone.
Unfortunately, this is the human condition of our days. This is an incurable spiritual disease. The addiction is so strong that no spiritual drug is capable of bringing back the man who fell into this abyss anymore. We need a direct, strong and powerful intervention of the Holy Spirit.
Spiritual drowsiness is a true leprosy of the soul and the spirit. Only a divine miracle might heal a man if he falls into this abyss. However, one does not fall from night to morning in this abyss. It always starts from little. First one leaves a thing and then another and in the end he is in the precipice.
Who does not want to fall into this ditch from which almost always there is no return, he must observe strict rules, which must never be abandoned. The abandonment of a rule soon leaves others behind and in the end he is in spiritual death. Here are the rules that St. Paul tells the Ephesians.
For the rest, strengthen yourselves in the Lord and in the vigour of his power. Put on the armor of God to resist the devil's traps. In fact, our battle is not against flesh and blood, but against the principalities and powers, against the rulers of this dark world, against the evil spirits who live in the heavenly regions.
Therefore, take the armour of God, so that you can endure on the bad day and stand firm after having passed all the tests. Therefore, stand firm: around the hips, the truth; wear the breastplate of justice. Your feet, shod and ready to spread the gospel of peace.
Always grasp the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the fiery arrows of the Evil One; also take the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. On each occasion, pray with all sorts of prayers and supplications in the Spirit, and for this purpose watch with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints.
And pray also for me, so that, when I open my mouth, word is given to me, to make known frankly the mystery of the Gospel, for which I am an ambassador in chains, and so that I may announce it with that courage with which I must speak (Eph 6,10-20).
Everyone can also establish by himself some hard rules from which he never recedes. However, everyone must remember that the rules are good, if they are effective. If they do not produce fruits of true spiritual growth they must be abandoned. We know that those of Paul are effective.
A rule that should never be overlooked is the comparison with the Spiritual Father. The Spiritual Father is chosen. What are the requirements for a good choice? Proven prudence. Evangelically correct life. Spirit of obedience forged by sacrifice. Search for the only glory of God.
If these essential qualities or traits are lacking, he might guide with difficulty a soul along the path of sanctification. If he is not the one to seek the glory of God, only the glory of God, never might he teach how it must be sought. If he lacks the spirit of obedience, might he ever teach how to obey?
This is the reason why we have always been taught to seek a Holy Spiritual Father, a Spiritual Father capable of fording our soul on the way of perfect obedience to the will of God, in order to show the greatest glory of the Father, for Christ, in the Holy Spirit.
That the Christian today does little to avoid falling into spiritual slumber is an obvious fact. Moral relaxation attests to this. This is revealed by the non-existent struggle against sin. The empty churches manifest it. All the many crimes that are committed cry it out. Our vices say it.
Today more than ever we must ask the Holy Spirit to come with all his strength and power, if we want to get out of this disease of eternal death. Only the Holy Spirit might intervene effectively. How he will intervene you cannot know. However, we know that only for him one might be resurrected.

THE FEAR OF THE LORD
In order for there to be fear of the Lord, it is necessary that one believes in his Word that is infallibly fulfilled in every truth contained and revealed in it. If one does not believe in the Word of the Lord, he is without any truth. He no longer has the God truth, nor is there all that is God's truth and from the truth of God.
Jesus says: If you do not get converted you will all perish in the same way. He also says that the way that leads to eternal life is narrow, the road is slight. He says that the house built on the rock of his Word lasts forever. Instead, the one built on the sand of human thoughts will soon collapse.
What do we say? That all these words of eternal life are worth nothing. Why are they worth nothing? Because hell is empty, because the mercy of the Lord will welcome everyone into his eternal home, which is Paradise. What good is the fear of the Lord if his Word is not true?
The fear of the Lord is the purest and most holy faith that what the Lord said is fulfilled, both for good and for evil. He told Adam: "If you eat of it, you die." Adam ate and died. Jesus also told us that sin leads to death. But like Adam we do not believe.
If we do not believe in the Word of God, we do not believe even in the God of the Word. We have no fear of the Lord, because we have turned into worshipers of a false God. Ours is no longer the alive and true God because our faith does not believe in his Word. We have separated the Word from Him.
Christ Jesus was also separated from the Word. Separating Christ Jesus from the Word, the Church was also separated from the Word. The Gospel is no longer truth to anyone and not even the rest of revelation is truth to anyone. If the Word is lost, the truth is also lost.
How can we have fear of the Lord if his truth is no longer believed and He is only called mercy, forgiveness, compassion and piety? If he doesn't judge and does not condemn anyone? If eternal punishment does not exist and even the fruits of our sin are no longer seen as true evil?
But if our God is a God created by us, Christ is a Christ created by us, necessarily the Church will also be a Church created by us. It will be a Church called to deal with the body of man, but not with his soul and his spirit. She will take care of time, but no longer of eternity.
If I, a presbyter, no longer believe in my eternal perdition and do nothing to walk towards Heaven, might he ever teach one man the way of life? I justify myself in every transgression and justify also every other man in the same transgressions. I am a priest without the God truth.
Since the fear of the Lord is inextricably linked to the Word of our God and to his faithfulness to it, if we do not put the Word back on the lamp stand and do not lend it the purest faith, never might there be fear of the Lord. Spiritual drowsiness will be inevitable.
Not only that. The danger of falling into sin against the Holy Spirit with the presumption of salvation without merit is a real trap before our steps. Who must believe in the Word is the minister of the Word. Who must teach to believe in the Word is the minister of the Word.

WHEN DOES THE HOLY SPIRIT ACT
The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of the Father. He acts in us to make us transform the whole love of the Father into love which is the fruit of our new nature as his adopted children. The transformation of God's love into our love takes place in full obedience to his Commandments and to his Law.
When we separate ourselves from obedience to his Commandments and to his Law, the Holy Spirit cannot work. He cannot live his mission. Even if he is in us, he remains inactive. He can only lead us to conversion and to return to obedience to the Law and to the Commandments.
The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of Christ Jesus. He is given to make all the grace of Christ the Lord effective in us. If we separate ourselves from grace, if we do not draw it into the sacraments and into prayer, if we do not feed it with every good work, the Holy Spirit cannot work.
He is like a carpenter without wood, a potter without  clay, a farmer without a vineyard to cultivate and an iron smith without iron. We give grace to the Holy Spirit and He transforms it into salvation and redemption for ourselves and for our brothers. Grace must always be drawn.
No one can draw grace, if he lives without obedience to the Word of the Father, which is the Word of Christ Jesus. The grace is drawn to live the whole Word. One lives the whole Word to draw grace upon grace. Drawing on every grace without interruption one walks from truth to truth and from faith to faith.
The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of communion, union and unity. Never might the Holy Spirit create communion in us with ourselves and in us with every other person, if we live outside the Commandments and do not nourish ourselves with the grace of Christ Jesus. If we do not love the will of God on every man.
The Spirit is given to bring into our hearts the love of the Father, the grace of Christ Jesus and his divine and eternal communion. He pours these divine gifts into the heart, but he also cultivates them for the highest fruitfulness in us. It is necessary our conversion and our obedience to the Word.
If we separate ourselves from obedience to the Word, according to the purity of its truth, the Holy Spirit might do nothing. He is saddened, suffocated and rendered vain in his operations because of our unwillingness to listen and obey the Word and the will of the Father.

WHEN YOU CAN ASK IN PRAYER
Prayer is request to the Lord to make us be or become according to his will, which is both the will of creation, will of redemption, will of salvation, will for sanctification and will for eternal beatitude. If this end is lacking, prayer is not true in its essence.
Man has a soul to carry into the truth and love of the Father, into the grace of Christ Jesus and into the communion of the Holy Spirit. As this is the first obligation of every man, this must also be his first prayer: request for the gift of the purest truth of the soul.
Without this request, no other prayer can be made. The soul that is in the falsehood and of its being and its working cannot ask anything else from its Lord. It is dead. It lies in falsehood. Nor might it glorify, praise and bless its Lord. It is in death.
Man has also the spirit to lead into the light of Christ Jesus. If man hates the light or nothing works so that his light may shine according to the will of Jesus the Lord, so that he may give light to all those in the house, he might never pray as a spirit of darkness , gloom and lie.
First he must ask the Lord to help him return to the light, to become light and then he might raise every prayer to the heavenly Father. Prayer is request to God to give us the truth of the soul, of the spirit and of the body. First of the soul, then the spirit and finally the body.
Going to God for some graces for the body, while the soul, the spirit, the very body are in falsehood, because in sin, in darkness, in vices and in the transgression of Commandments, it is not true prayer. There is no man who prays to the Father, because there is no son. The son is in death.
Prayer is true if it brings the one who prays in the truth of the soul, of the spirit and of the body. If the one who prays remains in the falseness of the soul, of the spirit and of the body, never might his prayer be heard by the Lord. The truth of prayer is lacking and it is lacking in its true purpose.

THE MANIFESTED WILL OF THE VIRGIN MARY
If the Virgin Mary manifests her will and asks us if we want to adhere to its realization, we have two ways to go: the way of refusal of our collaboration and the way of acceptance of the will that she showed us by making it become our will.
If we walk the path of non acceptance of her will, she will withdraw from us and let us live according to our tastes of sin and death. Instead, if we accept her will, then we are obliged to keep faith to our yes. We must dedicate ourselves to its fulfillment.
If she manifests her will to us and asks us to remind the world of the Word of her Son Jesus because she wants every man to go back to the Word or be converted to it, whoever has accepted this will is obliged for all the days of his life to remain faithful to the given yes.
Everyone else could even retreat and fail. But we are not justified in our retreat. Indeed we must persevere with more firmness of the Holy Spirit in giving perennial fulfillment to our yes. The yes to her is not communal, but personal. The relationship with her is very personal.
It means that neither the obedience of the other nor his disobedience must condition my yes to her. It has been given and fidelity is an obligation forever. Being the yes personal, the historical modalities of obedience to it are also personal, according to the charismas and gifts of the Spirit.

LACK OF FAITH
When does one lack in faith? When he does not believe in the Word of the Lord. If Jesus said: Do not be anxious for tomorrow, because the gift brings its pain, I must believe in this word and live today in the will of the Father. I live in the will of the Father by obeying all his command.
If Jesus said: "Seek the kingdom of God and its justice and everything will be given to you in addition, I cannot reverse the order of things. First I worry and toil about my things and then if some time remains I dedicate myself to the kingdom of God and to its justice. If I do this, I lack in faith.
Faith is obedience to every Word of the Lord. If the Virgin Mary asked to remind the Word, obedience to this request, tells me that I really seek the kingdom of God and its justice. The Father of heaven will surely fulfill his Word. He will give everything in addition.

YOU CANNOT PERCEIVE THE THINGS OF THE LORD WELL
Why can't we perceive the things of the Lord well? Because we have a soul that works at 10%. A spirit that works at 5%. A body that for better or worse can operate at a maximum of 1%. There is in us too much detachment from the Word, from grace and from the communion of the Holy Spirit.
We perceive according to truth to the extent that the Spirit of truth dwells in us. The Spirit dwells in us in the measure of our detachment from disobedience to the Word and from the vices that pollute the soul, spirit, heart, mind, desires, will and body. Everything starts with faith in the Word.
Whoever wants to perceive the things of the Lord well (Cf. 1Cor cc. 1-4), must become from a natural man to a spiritual man. If his nature does not change, the never might the flesh perceive the things of the Spirit. Animalis homo non percepit ea quae sunt Spiritus Dei. Our change is urgent.

YOU ALWAYS STAY DEAF
Why do we always remain deaf? Because we keep ourselves away from the Word, from grace, from prayer and from good works. One lives closed in himself. We live in a frightening spiritual autism. In spite of every exhortation and every invitation to change, we don't move an inch.
Whoever wants to get out of his autism of sin, from his spiritual lethargy, must begin with a profound conversion to the Word. Until we believe that every Word of Jesus is the purest truth that is always fulfilled, we will always remain in the death of the Spirit. We are lacking in faith.

FRIENDS OF JESUS
What is friendship? Latins used to say: Idem velle atque idem nolle, ea demum firma amicitia est. In this case friendship is walking in the same will and this will can be of one or the other friend. With Jesus everything is different: the will to be lived is only his.
"Vos amici mei estis si feceritis quae ego praecipio vobis. Iam not dico vos servos, quia servus nescit quid facit dominus eius. Vos autem dixi amicos, quia omnia quaecumque audivi a ​​Patre meo nota feci vobis" (Jn 15,14-15). Here is the true friendship with Jesus: doing what He commands.

PRAYER AND THANKSGIVING
Thanksgiving must be given to God and to men for every good that we receive from God and men. Prayer must also be raised to God, so that he may give us what is lacking for the achievement of our truth. It must be elevated to men, so that they help us to realize the truth of God in fullness in us.
