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ON THE ROUTE OF HISTORY
It is the truth. Every man is for every other man a source of life or death, of light or darkness, of good or evil, of joy or suffering, of abundance or poverty, of justice or injustice, of health or disease, of peace or war, of friendship or enmity and of sin or holiness.
We are from each other, one for the other. The thought of one alone can ruin large masses. One's decision can impoverish the world. The will of one can lead entire countries or nations into perdition. For one, peace or even war, justice or injustice may arise.
For one the light is switched on and for one it is switched off. Nothing happens on earth that is not generated by man. Even the saddest diseases are generated by man, due to his vices and immorality which does not put any brake on evil, which affects the body and ills it with deadly diseases.
Wasn't Jesus put to death for the envy of the leaders of his people? Hasn't the Virgin Mary also suffered the blows of this mortal envy? This is the story, not another one. We are the fruit of each other. Even physically life comes from life. A healthy body generates a healthy life.
A body immersed in vices generates a sick life. Many diseases, once unknown, are the result of new vices with which man mistreats his body. Every vice transforms the body. Each virtue elevates and purifies it. Christian morality is the highest rule for healthy anthropological genetics.
A mother and father, with their perfect exemplarity, can give peace to children, but also ruin them for their entire existence. Many traumas and mental malformations are the result of the vices of the family and also of society. Never might you educate from vice. You educate from virtue.
Christian morality is the highest way to a true anthropological education. We mistreat Christian morality, judge it as a thing from the late Middle Ages, alarm ourselves against it, declare homophobic those who propose it publicly. But it is the only way to salvation.
I am not speaking to Christians, but to man. Christian morality is the only one capable of saving man, today, tomorrow and always. It is the proof that since it was declared illegal, in the name of man's immoral thought, humanity has fallen into an abyss of inhumanity never known before.
In fact, Christian morality is nothing other than teaching every man to live according to the truths of his nature, a truth that man has not made himself and never might he make, because man is he is not the maker of himself, as a machine might never manufacture itself. The being is received.
Human nature has been endowed with rationality to see good and evil before it. But it has also been endowed with will to pursue good and stay away from evil, from all evil. This is the nature of rationality and will and this is their aim: seeing and following the good.
If rationality does not see the good, it means that it has failed and broken. It must be repaired. If the will does not pursue the good, it means that it too has failed and broken. It too must be repaired, remedied, fixed. The workshop to adjust rationality and will is only the sound Catholic morality.
It is proper of the broken and rotten rationality not only to move towards evil until they sink into it, without ever returning. Their property is also hatred against the true nature of man. The degenerate will insists against good by imposing evil as truth.
Here a reflection is imposed. Can a Christian who believes that only Catholic morality respects the true nature of man support that science, that philosophy, that economy, that finance, that culture and that politics which declares Catholic morality a return to the Middle Ages?
Can one believe in Christ and support those who destroy Christ? Can one believe that by nature the only possible marriage is that between man and woman and then support those who are against the truth of nature and claim that any other union is marriage? Something is wrong.
It means that the Christian does not believe in Christ, does not believe in the truth of nature, does not believe in Catholic morality and does not simply believe. Since life is coherence. If the good is consistent with the bad, it means that the good is no longer good, but has turned into evil. It is corruption.
As we said at the beginning, since we are all fruits of each other, we can be a poisoned fruit or a tasty fruit. If we are a poisoned fruit, we poison society. If we are a tasty fruit, we give nourishment and life to society. Everyone must know what fruit he is.
Nobody should ignore this: the consequences do not depend on the will and neither on rationality, instead they depend on fruit; whoever eats poisoned fruits dies and gives death. Those who eat tasty fruits live and give life. The Middle Ages family gives life. The rest do not.
It is a truth of nature and history testifies to it. Who wants life must turn to another man and another woman who creates it for them. It is history. Not phantasy. Not science fiction. History cannot be denied. It applies to any science. Evil can be pursued out of a spoiled will.
Then, history stands as a witness and brings us the bill to be settled. It also applies to economic, financial, political and science of any other kind. Having history been over, it is eternity that brings us the bill to be settled, but the latter will be an eternal account. It is worth remembering what Qoelet teaches:
Remember your creator in the days of your youth, before the sad days come and the years come of which you will have to say: "I find no taste"; before the sun, the light, the moon and the stars go dark and the clouds return after the rain;
when the caretakers of the house will be bent and the strong will bend over and the women who grind will cease to work, because there are few left and those who look out of the windows will tarnish and the doors will close on the street; when the noise of the grinding wheel is lowered
and the chirping of birds will fade and all the tones of the singing will fade; when you are afraid of the hills and terror you will feel on the way; when the almond tree blooms and the locust will barely drag itself and the caper will no longer have effect, since man goes to the eternal abode
and the whiners prowl the street; before the silver thread is broken and the gold lamp is broken and the amphora at the source is broken and the pulley falls into the well, and the dust returns to the earth, as it was before, and the vital breath returns to God, who gave it. Vanity of vanities, says Qoèlet,
everything is vanity. In addition to being wise, Qoèlet taught the people science; he listened, meditated and composed a large number of maxims. Qoèlet tried to find pleasant words and honestly wrote truthful words. The words of the wise are like goads,
and like nails planted are the sayings of the collections: they are given by a single shepherd. Another warning, my son: there is no end to writing books and a lot of study tires the body. Conclusion of the speech, after having listened to everything:
fear God and keep his commandments, because all man is here. Indeed, God will sue every action, even everything that is occult, good or bad (Qo 12,1-14). Today we can orient ourselves towards the greatest good and the greatest evil. We have to account for everything tomorrow.

HISTORY AND FAITH
Because of sin, we all live a history of great suffering. Sin is not only the one of the origins, but also and above all the current one, the one among which we are called to live our days. We can experience the great suffering if we are helped by faith.
What is faith? Full obedience to every word of the Lord. By obeying, the Holy Spirit becomes our wisdom, intellect, advice, fortitude, knowledge, piety and fear of the Lord. With his strength we can experience suffering by making it an offer pleasing to the Lord our God.
With his wisdom, we know that all suffering is transformed by the Lord into a fruit of eternal life and salvation for us and for others. Furthermore, with his intelligence we transform our life into a perennial work of good, without ever knowing evil. We are life givers.
If we fall from faith, we also fall from the Holy Spirit, we lack all strength, light and truth. We feel abandoned, alone. But it is not the Lord who has abandoned us, it is we who live far from him. Faith is everything for a man. With it and for it, God becomes our life and our light.
Faith must not only be taught, it must also be shown. It is taught by announcing the Word of the Lord in all its fullness of light and truth. It shows itself by lending it every obedience and making every man taste the fruits it produces. A man who lives by obedience always gives life.
The fruits of faith are charity and hope. Whoever lives the charity of Christ Jesus and his hope, will never produce a single fruit of death in his life. Whoever wants to create faith in many other hearts, must teach the Word, the whole Word, and show the fruits of the Word taught with life.
With faith every history of death is transformed into a life history. With faith the history of life will never be transformed into a history of death. Whoever leads a history of death does not live by faith. Death belongs to sin. Life belongs to faith. Sin kills. Faith vivifies.

HEART OF STONE HEART OF FLESH
The gift of the heart of flesh is the great promise made by the Lord to his people through the prophet Ezekiel: I will give them a new heart and a new spirit I will put within them; I will take the heart of stone out of their breast and give them a heart of flesh (Ez 11, 19).
Free yourself from all the iniquities committed and form a new heart and a new spirit. Why do you want to die, O Israelites? (Ez 18:31). I will give you a new heart, I will put a new spirit within you, I will take away the heart of stone from you and I will give you a heart of flesh (Ez 36, 26).
Before this promise, David, after his sin of adultery and murder, asked God for the creation of a pure heart: Sprinkle me with hyssop branches and I will be pure; wash me and I will be whiter than the snow. Let me feel joy and gladness: the bones you have broken will rejoice.
Look away from my sins, erase all my faults. Create in me, O God, a pure heart, renew in me a steadfast spirit. Do not drive me away from your presence and do not deprive me of your holy spirit. Give me the joy of your salvation, support me with a generous spirit (Ps 51 (50), 9-14).

We too, if we have the firm and determined will not to sin anymore, we will always ask the Lord for the creation of the pure heart, the new heart, the heart of flesh. This prayer or request must never fail. It must be done without interruption with the aim of never sinning again.
This prayer too must be remembered and taught to every man. Without the heart of flesh, one will continue in sin, because the heart of stone can do only this. While it is proper to the heart of flesh not to sin, to do good, to lend all obedience to the Word of the Lord.

STRENGTH FROM PRAYER
Prayer is the confession of our truth and of the truth of our God. David sees his truth. His heart of stone leads him to sin. He also sees the truth of his Lord, the only one capable of creating a new heart. He asks the Lord to manifest all his power in him.
The Pharisee goes to the temple to pray. He does not see his historical truth, which is that of being a sinner. Nor does he see the truth of his Lord. He praises himself by pretending to praise the Lord. He returns home condemned. He prayed without knowing himself and without knowing the Lord.
The publican instead enters the temple. He knows the very high holiness of his Lord. He knows the depths of his guilt and sins. To the holy God he asks for sanctification, confessing his sins. He returns home justified. The holiness of the Lord has wrapped him more than a cloak.
True prayer begins with knowing the personal faults. They are recognized, confessed to the Lord, forgiveness is asked for. We return to be in grace. The Lord is praised and blessed for his great mercy. Without the confession of sins, every other prayer is in vain.
A sinner cannot bless the Lord. He can't praise him. He can't even thank him. He lives in death caused by his sin. First he must return to his great friendship with his Lord and God and then he might raise any other prayer. Every request must be made in God's grace.
We go to church for funerals, weddings and other liturgical celebrations. We remain in mortal sin. No prayer might be heard by the Lord. First we must put ourselves in grace and then we can pray for us, for the living and the dead. Without grace prayer is null.

THROUGH THE WAY OF THE CROSS
The Christian cross is only one: living every moment of life from the Word of the Lord, in full obedience to it. Everything must be lived in obedience to the Word: life, death, joy, pain, companionship, solitude, honour, dishonour, welcome, contempt, poverty and wealth.
No moment must be wasted by the Christian and it is always spoiled when it is lived without fullness of obedience to the Word. Obedience transforms our whole life into a sacrifice to the Lord. Sacrifice always produces a fruit of salvation for us and of conversion for many brothers.

SONG OF PRAISE
We sing the praise to the Lord when we exalt, bless, thank and admire him for his great works in favour of men and even when we contemplate him in his greatness. It suffices to look at the sky and immediately from the heart a hymn of great praise must rise.
It also suffices to contemplate the Crucifix and instantly the heart must sink into a song of blessing, admiration, glorification and praise of the Heavenly Father for the great gift of salvation. He gave us his Only Begotten Son. There is no greater gift than this.


BRIEF FINAL CONSIDERATIONS

Stone heart, heart of flesh. With sin, man's heart is no longer of flesh, but of stone. With such a heart, it is difficult to be able to love the Lord. But no man might make himself a heart of flesh. Only the Lord might make a man be given a heart of flesh. This gift is the fruit of the redemption wrought by Christ Jesus on the cross. This fruit is given to men by the Apostles of the Lord who are the ministers of the grace and truth of Christ Jesus. They are the ones who give the Holy Spirit. Without the one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church, one remains with the heart of stone or not perfectly of flesh, because it is not renewed day by day by the fullness of grace and truth, which exists only in this Church. True holiness only flourishes in this Church, because only in her is the Holy Spirit given and with the Spirit all the grace and truth that are in Christ the Lord.

Mother of the Redemption, arrange that the one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church never fails in this very high ministry. Ensure that no apostle and minister of Christ is distracted from this very high office. Without the gift of the Holy Spirit, the new heart does not come into man's breast and he continues with the stone heart that does not give life, but death. That today we are living with the heart of stone it is attested by the structures of death that we are creating. The un-civilization of death has taken over the civilization of life. Mother of God, guard and protect your children from so much ruin. May the Angels and Saints watch over us so that we can all become builders of the civilization of true life.
