Whoever wishes to save his life
7 AUGUST (Mt 16,24-28)

The Church must never replace the Gospel. She only needs to preach the Word without adding anything and without taking away anything. She must preach it, though, in the wisdom and in the knowledge of the Holy Spirit, letting herself be led by Him to the entire truth. From the true Word a true life arises, from the false word a false life, a false world comes. If there is falsity in the world, it is sign either that the Word is no longer uttered or that the man has become deaf to every appeal to the true conversion. 
There is no need of many words to say the Word. It is enough to say the Word to every man, every mind, every conscience. The Word must be preached to the poor and to the rich, to the holy and to the sinner, to the righteous and to the unrighteous, to the Christian and to the non-Christian, to those who worship the true Christ and to those who follow a Messiah according to the world today, a Messiah of sin and of great idolatry. One must cry out to everybody that the salvation is from the life put in the Word, out of it there is no life, neither on earth nor in Heaven. Out of the Word one is in the death.
One day I was listening to a true prophet of the living God who, talking to a presbyter, told him: “One does not need to explain many things to the young people and then silence the truth of salvation. First, you must say: this is good, and this is evil. This is in accordance with God. This is not in accordance with God. This moral. This is immoral. The conscience must always be placed before the greatest light. Do not be afraid to shed light. You are minister of the light, not of the darkness.” This is the ministry of Christ Jesus: being light of the world. This is the ministry of each of his disciple: always being light, always shedding light. Not autonomous light, though, but light of Christ the Lord. 
Every man is a seeker of life. However, he seeks it where it might never be found. Today one seeks it in drug, in alcohol, in crime, in money, in power, in honour, in the glory of this world, in pleasures, in luxury, in licentiousness, in food, in leisure, in every other extravagance thought by men. Today one invents everything for man, deluding him that there is true life in his inventions. Jesus affirms it with divine clarity. There is one only way to have life: putting it entirely in his Word. One loses it in his Word, like the grain of wheat is lost in soil, so that a new plant may come out and bear many fruits.
Then Jesus said to his disciples, "Whoever wishes to come after me must deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me. For whoever wishes to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will find it. What profit would there be for one to gain the whole world and forfeit his life? Or what can one give in exchange for his life? For the Son of Man will come with his angels in his Father's glory, and then he will repay everyone according to his conduct. Amen, I say to you, there are some standing here who will not taste death until they see the Son of Man coming in his kingdom."

Salvation is an exchange. We give Christ Jesus the life of death and He gives us the eternal life in time and in eternity. We give him a mortal body, of earth, He gives us a body of spirit, glorious, immortal. It is as if we put some old, unusable iron in the melting pot to bring out most pure gold. The profit is entirely ours. However, if we do not sink in the regenerating and renovating furnace of the Word, we perennially remain in our nature of death. We can do anything, but we always remain unusable, rusty iron, we never become pure gold.
Today one must preach, announce, teach this truth to the Christians first. They have lost it. So far everybody think that the salvation is entering the Paradise as we are, rusty iron, consumed by sin. Salvation begins today and it is with our immersion in the Word to become true light of Christ among people. If we are not light today, we can neither be that tomorrow and we will end in the eternal darkness. Evangelizing the truth is obligation of the disciple of Jesus.
Virgin Mary, Mother of Redemption, Angels, Saints, make us true in the true Word.
