AND FROM THAT HOUR THE DISCIPLE TOOK HER INTO HIS HOME
MONDAY JUNE 1 (Jn 19,25-34)

The human family is formed by a father, a mother, and children who are their life. The children perpetually gather life from the life who are their parents. Life is a unity of soul, spirit, and body. A sick body offers a sick life. Hence, the obligation for every man and every woman to maintain their body incorrupt and healthy, being careful thus not to relinquish the body neither to the vice nor to any other endangerment. Therefore, the body must be always ruled by the spirit, brought to the fulness of every virtue. However, this won’t be possible if the soul does not grow in the grace, bringing every day to perfection its path toward sanctification. Saint Peter offers the acquisition of all virtues to Christians as way of true sanctification for the soul, spirit, and body: “His divine power has bestowed on us everything that makes for life and devotion, through the knowledge of him who called us by his own glory and power. Through these, he has bestowed on us the precious and very great promises, so that through them you may come to share in the divine nature, after escaping from the corruption that is in the world because of evil desire. For this very reason, make every effort to supplement your faith with virtue, virtue with knowledge, knowledge with self-control, self-control with endurance, endurance with devotion, devotion with mutual affection, mutual affection with love. If these are yours and increase in abundance, they will keep you from being idle or unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. Anyone who lacks them is blind and shortsighted, forgetful of the cleansing of his past sins. Therefore, brothers, be all the more eager to make your call and election firm, for, in doing so, you will never stumble. For, in this way, entry into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and savior Jesus Christ will be richly provided for you.” (2Pt 1,3-11). The Holy Spirit, in Christ, through Christ, with Christ, has given us the Heavenly Father as our true Father. He made us children in His incarnate Son. Always, in Christ, through Christ, with Christ, He made us children, in Christ, of His Mother. That is our true family: true children of the Heavenly Father, true children of Christ’s Mother, true siblings for one another. This family has a name: Church of the Living God. This family is the bosom of real life. 
Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Cleopas, and Mary of Magdala. When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple there whom he loved, he said to his mother, “Woman, behold, your son.” Then he said to the disciple, “Behold, your mother.” And from that hour the disciple took her into his home. After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order that the scripture might be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I thirst.” There was a vessel filled with common wine. So they put a sponge soaked in wine on a sprig of hyssop and put it up to his mouth. When Jesus had taken the wine, he said, “It is finished.” And bowing his head, he handed over the spirit. The Blood and Water. Now since it was preparation day, in order that the bodies might not remain on the cross on the sabbath, for the sabbath day of that week was a solemn one, the Jews asked Pilate that their legs be broken and they be taken down. So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and then of the other one who was crucified with Jesus. But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not break his legs, but one soldier thrust his lance into his side, and immediately blood and water flowed out. 

When one is not anymore in Christ, through Christ, with Christ, is to be like a family without a home, sheep without sheepfold, tree without the soil, fish without water. It is missing the meaning of life, the salvation’s womb who is Christ Jesus. When we are without our real Heavenly Father, we are sun without light, and heatless. We are extinguished stars. It is missing the sun of life who is the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. Nowadays, we are building an extinguished Christianity, because we quitted the Father, thus to embrace a God as well extinguished, who is the secular undefined God. When we are without the Mother we lack of the true love that unite us together and makes us feel all brethren. A family dividing itself testifies that Christ Jesus is not in our home, that the true God is not our true Father, and the Virgin Mary is not our real Mother. A dividing family is like the leaves of a tree that turn yellowish and fall from it for being lost in the wind. Within the division we are lacking the true Christ, or the true Father, or the true Mother. It is urgent to reflect.

Mother of God, Angels, and Saints make of all Christians the true God’s family.
