For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son
SUNDAY – HOLY TRINITY – JUNE 7 (Jh 3, 16-18)
How much is large God’s love? It is sufficient to contemplate with wisdom and intelligence Christ Jesus Crucified, and immediately it materializes in front of our eyes the whole wideness, greatness, height, and deepness of Father’s love. Saint Paul announces that the Son has been given when we were impious and sinners: “Therefore, since we have been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have gained access [by faith] to this grace in which we stand, and we boast in hope of the glory of God. Not only that, but we even boast of our afflictions, knowing that affliction produces endurance, and endurance, proven character, and proven character, hope, and hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has been poured out into our hearts through the holy Spirit that has been given to us. For Christ, while we were still helpless, yet died at the appointed time for the ungodly. Indeed, only with difficulty does one die for a just person, though perhaps for a good person one might even find courage to die. But God proves his love for us in that while we were still sinners Christ died for us. How much more then, since we are now justified by his blood, will we be saved through him from the wrath. Indeed, if, while we were enemies, we were reconciled to God through the death of his Son, how much more, once reconciled, will we be saved by his life. Not only that, but we also boast of God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received reconciliation.” (Rm 5,1-11). Thus, it is large Father’s love for us. For the salvation of the creature He gave His Only Son.
To the Father’s gift must correspond our gift. How do we donate ourselves? By accepting Father’s gift. How do we accept Father’s gift? We accept it through the faith in the Son given for us: “But now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the law, though testified to by the law and the prophets, the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus Christ for all who believe. For there is no distinction; all have sinned and are deprived of the glory of God. They are justified freely by his grace through the redemption in Christ Jesus, whom God set forth as an expiation, through faith, by his blood, to prove his righteousness because of the forgiveness of sins previously committed, through the forbearance of God — to prove his righteousness in the present time, that he might be righteous and justify the one who has faith in Jesus. What occasion is there then for boasting? It is ruled out. On what principle, that of works? No, rather on the principle of faith. For we consider that a person is justified by faith apart from works of the law. Does God belong to Jews alone? Does he not belong to Gentiles, too? Yes, also to Gentiles, for God is one and will justify the circumcised on the basis of faith and the uncircumcised through faith. Are we then annulling the law by this faith? Of course not! On the contrary, we are supporting the law” (Rm 3,21-31). There is believing in the Son when Son’s Word is accepted and elevated to our only Word of eternal life and obeying in everything to it. We are redeemed and justified through the faith in Jesus. 

Jesus said to Nikodemus: “For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him might not perish but might have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world might be saved through him. Whoever believes in him will not be condemned, but whoever does not believe has already been condemned, because he has not believed in the name of the only Son of God.”
Today God is being separated by Christ, Christ by the Church, the Church by the Gospel, the Christian by the faith in Christ Jesus. It is being announced from all over a salvation without the true God, the true Christ, the true Church, the true Gospel, the true faith, the true justification, the rebirth by water and Holy Spirit. It is being preached a salvation without any obedience to the truth that is within the Word of Christ the Lord. Everything should be a free gift from God but without revelation, Church, grace, and truth. Who still believes in Christ has to devout his voice entirely for the defense of true Christ’s salvation, in the Holy Spirit. The salvation is a work of the Blessed Holy Trinity in us.
