I have come not to abolish
WEDNESDAY JUNE 10 (Mt 5,17-19)
Someone, by listening to Jesus speaking solely about the Beatitudes and not any more about Commandments, law, and Statutes, could have thought it was over the time of a strong commitment to the Sinai’s Law and all the other norms given by the Lord. We find this kind of assumption among the Galatians. Paul rise up with evangelic violence against this vision that belongs to the flesh rather than the Holy Spirit: “For you were called for freedom, brothers. But do not use this freedom as an opportunity for the flesh; rather, serve one another through love. For the whole law is fulfilled in one statement, namely, “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” But if you go on biting and devouring one another, beware that you are not consumed by one another. I say, then: live by the Spirit and you will certainly not gratify the desire of the flesh. For the flesh has desires against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; these are opposed to each other, so that you may not do what you want. But if you are guided by the Spirit, you are not under the law. Now the works of the flesh are obvious: immorality, impurity, licentiousness, idolatry, sorcery, hatreds, rivalry, jealousy, outbursts of fury, acts of selfishness, dissensions, factions, occasions of envy, drinking bouts, orgies, and the like. I warn you, as I warned you before, that those who do such things will not inherit the kingdom of God. In contrast, the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law. Now those who belong to Christ [Jesus] have crucified their flesh with its passions and desires. If we live in the Spirit, let us also follow the Spirit. Let us not be conceited, provoking one another, envious of one another.” (Gal 5,1-26). When does freedom be true? When it is anchored to the Commandment of the Lord. Jesus anchors firmly the evangelic truth to its Law, to its precepts. Law and precepts regulates human being’s life.
Saint James as well announces the freedom in the anchoring to Christ’s Law or to His Word: “Know this, my dear brothers: everyone should be quick to hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath, for the wrath of a man does not accomplish the righteousness of God. Therefore, put away all filth and evil excess and humbly welcome the word that has been planted in you and is able to save your souls. Be doers of the word and not hearers only, deluding yourselves. For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man who looks at his own face in a mirror. He sees himself, then goes off and promptly forgets what he looked like. But the one who peers into the perfect law of freedom and perseveres, and is not a hearer who forgets but a doer who acts, such a one shall be blessed in what he does.” (Jm 1,19-25). Nowadays, it is demanded freedom without the Law, mercy without the obedience to the Gospel and to the Holy Spirit. Currently, everything it is God’s will is disowned. Only human will ha right to be Law. Though, from human will derive only deadly laws, never laws for life. 

“Do not think that I have come to abolish the law or the prophets. I have come not to abolish but to fulfill. Amen, I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not the smallest letter or the smallest part of a letter will pass from the law, until all things have taken place. Therefore, whoever breaks one of the least of these commandments and teaches others to do so will be called least in the kingdom of heaven. But whoever obeys and teaches these commandments will be called greatest in the kingdom of heaven.”
