Let your peace come upon it
THURSDAY JUNE 11 (Mt 10,7-13)
Our peace is Christ and from within Him is drawn, through the Holy Spirit. In the Old Testament Jesus is announced as the Prince of the peace: “There is no gloom where there had been distress. Where once he degraded the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, now he has glorified the way of the Sea, the land across the Jordan, Galilee of the Nations. The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light; Upon those who lived in a land of gloom a light has shone. You have brought them abundant joy and great rejoicing; They rejoice before you as people rejoice at harvest, as they exult when dividing the spoils. For the yoke that burdened them, the pole on their shoulder, the rod of their taskmaster, you have smashed, as on the day of Midian. For every boot that tramped in battle, every cloak rolled in blood, will be burned as fuel for fire. For a child is born to us, a son is given to us; upon his shoulder dominion rests. They name him Wonder-Counselor, God-Hero, Father-Forever, Prince of Peace. His dominion is vast and forever peaceful, Upon David’s throne, and over his kingdom, which he confirms and sustains by judgment and justice, both now and forever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will do this!” (Is 8,23-9,6). It is true contradiction to ask God for peace and to disown the Prince of the peace that the Lord gave us. 
Within the New Testament Jesus is revealed by Saint Paul as the Source of the Peace: “Therefore, remember that at one time you, Gentiles in the flesh, called the uncircumcision by those called the circumcision, which is done in the flesh by human hands, were at that time without Christ, alienated from the community of Israel and strangers to the covenants of promise, without hope and without God in the world. But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have become near by the blood of Christ. For he is our peace, he who made both one and broke down the dividing wall of enmity, through his flesh, abolishing the law with its commandments and legal claims, that he might create in himself one new person in place of the two, thus establishing peace, and might reconcile both with God, in one body, through the cross, putting that enmity to death by it. He came and preached peace to you who were far off and peace to those who were near, for through him we both have access in one Spirit to the Father. So then you are no longer strangers and sojourners, but you are fellow citizens with the holy ones and members of the household of God, built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as the capstone. Through him the whole structure is held together and grows into a temple sacred in the Lord; in him you also are being built together into a dwelling place of God in the Spirit.” (Eph 2,11-22). It is eternal and unchangeable truth. Whoever wants peace must become with Christ one body and to live with Christ and for Him. 

Jesus said to his Apostles: “As you go, make this proclamation: ‘The kingdom of heaven is at hand.’ Cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers, drive out demons. Without cost you have received; without cost you are to give. Do not take gold or silver or copper for your belts; no sack for the journey, or a second tunic, or sandals, or walking stick. The laborer deserves his keep. Whatever town or village you enter, look for a worthy person in it, and stay there until you leave. As you enter a house, wish it peace. If the house is worthy, let your peace come upon it; if not, let your peace return to you.”
Christ Jesus in the Holy Spirit has designated His Apostles as Princes of the peace, Carrier of peace, and Donor of it to every human being. In hierarchical communion with the Apostles, all the other disciples of Jesus, are designated as Prince, Carrier and Donor of peace. For the disciple to give peace they must be one thing with Christ Jesus. Though, to whom they will give the gift of peace? To those who want to become one thing with Christ Jesus. If one wants to stay without Christ, never the disciple will give peace. If they would donate it nonetheless, they would give it vainly and sacrilegiously, wherein the other despises Christ Jesus. The statement of conversion towards the Gospel is the way to enter the peace.
