All things have been handed over to me by my Father 

FRIDAY JUNE 19 (Mt 11,25-30)
The Gospel is not an ancient old fashion tale. It is prophecy of eternal and unmodifiable truth. Peter’s faith statement deserves every respect: “Therefore, I will always remind you of these things, even though you already know them and are established in the truth you have. I think it right, as long as I am in this “tent,” to stir you up by a reminder, since I know that I will soon have to put it aside, as indeed our Lord Jesus Christ has shown me. I shall also make every effort to enable you always to remember these things after my departure. We did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we had been eyewitnesses of his majesty. For he received honor and glory from God the Father when that unique declaration came to him from the majestic glory, “This is my Son, my beloved, with whom I am well pleased.” We ourselves heard this voice come from heaven while we were with him on the holy mountain. Moreover, we possess the prophetic message that is altogether reliable. You will do well to be attentive to it, as to a lamp shining in a dark place, until day dawns and the morning star rises in your hearts. Know this first of all, that there is no prophecy of scripture that is a matter of personal interpretation, for no prophecy ever came through human will; but rather human beings moved by the holy Spirit spoke under the influence of God.” (2Pt 1,12-21). Whoever declares the Gospel as cleverly devised myths appoint themselves responsible of all the evil there is in the world, because only Christ and His Word can create the new man.
Let us apply to ourselves what the Letter to the Hebrews reveals concerning to the martyrs for the faith in God’s Word: “What more shall I say? I have not time to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets, who by faith conquered kingdoms, did what was righteous, obtained the promises; they closed the mouths of lions, put out raging fires, escaped the devouring sword; out of weakness they were made powerful, became strong in battle, and turned back foreign invaders. Women received back their dead through resurrection. Some were tortured and would not accept deliverance, in order to obtain a better resurrection. Others endured mockery, scourging, even chains and imprisonment. They were stoned, sawed in two, put to death at sword’s point; they went about in skins of sheep or goats, needy, afflicted, tormented. The world was not worthy of them. They wandered about in deserts and on mountains, in caves and in crevices in the earth. Yet all these, though approved because of their faith, did not receive what had been promised. God had foreseen something better for us, so that without us they should not be made perfect.” (Hb 11,32-40). Falsity creates slaughterers, never martyrs. Only the truth creates true martyrs and true confessors of the faith. What Jesus says about himself is purest truth. For this truth He has been crucified. For the same truth we have billions and billions of martyrs and faith’s confessors. Billions and billions of invisible martyrs who consecrate their life to Christ in the great sacrifice.
At that time Jesus said in reply, “I give praise to you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, for although you have hidden these things from the wise and the learned you have revealed them to the childlike. Yes, Father, such has been your gracious will. All things have been handed over to me by my Father. No one knows the Son except the Father, and no one knows the Father except the Son and anyone to whom the Son wishes to reveal him. The Gentle Mastery of Christ. “Come to me, all you who labor and are burdened, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am meek and humble of heart; and you will find rest for yourselves. For my yoke is easy, and my burden light.”.

Nowadays, this Christ Jesus’ truth is denied, not through historical denial, rather trough practical denial. There is care into not saying that one does not believe in Christ Jesus. Though, our life then reveals that there is no faith in Him. We can even not to believe in Him. Because He only is the peace and the consolation, the rest and the solace, history always will testify our non-faith. The hell of evil consumes us, and all our remedies are useless. The moral and spiritual gangrene worsen, though, our solutions are vain.
