Son, why have you done this to us?

SATURDAY JUNE 20 (Lk 2,41-51)
Jesus, to those who He calls for being missionary among the Gentiles, gives the same rule given him by the Father: “You are mine forever. I call you, and you obey send you, and you go. I speak, and you listen to. You are always and only from my will. You are not from the will any other man, because you always shall be from mine.” Within the Gospel according to Luke this rule is revealed in its fulness: “I will follow you wherever you go.” Jesus answered him, “Foxes have dens and birds of the sky have nests, but the Son of Man has nowhere to rest his head.” And to another he said, “Follow me.” But he replied, “[Lord,] let me go first and bury my father.”  But he answered him, “Let the dead bury their dead. But you, go and proclaim the kingdom of God.” And another said, “I will follow you, Lord, but first let me say farewell to my family at home.” [To him] Jesus said, “No one who sets a hand to the plow and looks to what was left behind is fit for the kingdom of God.” (Lk 9,57-62). We know that Jesus the Lord rested His head over the hard wood of the cross. 
Again, according to the Gospel of Luke we know that Jesus, for realizing in everything Father’s will, deepened himself in so intense prayer to turn his sweat in tears of blood: “Then going out he went, as was his custom, to the Mount of Olives, and the disciples followed him. When he arrived at the place he said to them, “Pray that you may not undergo the test.” After withdrawing about a stone’s throw from them and kneeling, he prayed, saying, “Father, if you are willing, take this cup away from me; still, not my will but yours be done.” And to strengthen him an angel from heaven appeared to him. He was in such agony and he prayed so fervently that his sweat became like drops of blood falling on the ground. When he rose from prayer and returned to his disciples, he found them sleeping from grief. He said to them, “Why are you sleeping? Get up and pray that you may not undergo the test.” (Lk 22,39-46). When He was twelve, Jesus, as true man, is obliged to follow the Father, listening to His voice. The Father asks him to go to the temple and Jesus obeys. He has no other voices to listen to, nor other command to realize, neither other words to give birth. That is what the Father asked him, and He is make himself available. In front of the Father, it is like Mary and Joseph do not exist anymore. 

Each year his parents went to Jerusalem for the feast of Passover, and when he was twelve years old, they went up according to festival custom. After they had completed its days, as they were returning, the boy Jesus remained behind in Jerusalem, but his parents did not know it. Thinking that he was in the caravan, they journeyed for a day and looked for him among their relatives and acquaintances, but not finding him, they returned to Jerusalem to look for him. After three days they found him in the temple, sitting in the midst of the teachers, listening to them and asking them questions, and all who heard him were astounded at his understanding and his answers. When his parents saw him, they were astonished, and his mother said to him, “Son, why have you done this to us? Your father and I have been looking for you with great anxiety.” And he said to them, “Why were you looking for me? Did you not know that I must be in my Father’s house?” But they did not understand what he said to them. He went down with them and came to Nazareth, and was obedient to them; and his mother kept all these things in her heart.
The Virgin Mary and Joseph take the way back home. They do not notice that Jesus stayed in Jerusalem. They notice it after one day of walk. They go back. They find him into the temple. The Mother would like Jesus to explain everything. He replies that for them it came the time to know that he is only from His Father’s will. From this day on they must be prepared for any surprise. By replying so the Son invites the Mother to prepare for the mystery of the cross. In the coming future, the Father will ask him to go into the Sanhedrin, bear witness to His truth, letting them to condemn Him death by crucifixion. And He will do those things for His Father. The pain for His Mother will be great, though He will obey. What Jesus reports of himself is valuable for His Mother as well. She too will always be in everything from Father’s will, and one day She will offer to the Father her Son as Avraham did. Though. It will be done in a more involving modality. Obedience is always in the pain.
Mother of God, Angels and Saint make us to understand the redemptive value of obedience.﻿
