Everyone who acknowledges me before others
SUNDAY JUNE 21 (Mt 10,26-33)
Jesus has one Word, not two, and it is immutable through the eternal centuries. After he gave His disciples His Law, thus He concludes: ““Enter through the narrow gate; for the gate is wide and the road broad that leads to destruction, and those who enter through it are many. How narrow the gate and constricted the road that leads to life. And those who find it are few. “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the one who does the will of my Father in heaven. Many will say to me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name? Did we not drive out demons in your name? Did we not do mighty deeds in your name?’ Then I will declare to them solemnly, ‘I never knew you. Depart from me, you evildoers.’ The Two Foundations. “Everyone who listens to these words of mine and acts on them will be like a wise man who built his house on rock. The rain fell, the floods came, and the winds blew and buffeted the house. But it did not collapse; it had been set solidly on rock. And everyone who listens to these words of mine but does not act on them will be like a fool who built his house on sand. The rain fell, the floods came, and the winds blew and buffeted the house. And it collapsed and was completely ruined.”” (Mt 7,13-14.21-27) The way to eternal salvation is His Word. There is obedience; there is the entrance into the life. The house maintains itself steady forever. There is no obedience; there is entrance into the death. The house collapses. 

After His glorious resurrection, Jesus gives this commandment to His disciples: “Then Jesus approached and said to them, “All power in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, until the end of the age.” (Mt 28,18-20). “He said to them, “Go into the whole world and proclaim the gospel to every creature. Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved; whoever does not believe will be condemned.” (Mk 16,15-16). The way of life is the obedience to His Word. He gives confirmations to any Word of His even after His crowning as Lord of Heaven and earth, of the time and of the eternity: “Then he said to me, “Do not seal up the prophetic words of this book, for the appointed time is near. Let the wicked still act wickedly, and the filthy still be filthy. The righteous must still do right, and the holy still be holy.” “Behold, I am coming soon. I bring with me the recompense I will give to each according to his deeds. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end.” Blessed are they who wash their robes so as to have the right to the tree of life and enter the city through its gates. Outside are the dogs, the sorcerers, the unchaste, the murderers, the idol-worshipers, and all who love and practice deceit. “I, Jesus, sent my angel to give you this testimony for the churches. I am the root and offspring of David, the bright morning star.” (Rv 22,10-16). The way of life is the perseverance into His Word.

At that time, Jesus said to his apostles: “Therefore do not be afraid of them. Nothing is concealed that will not be revealed, nor secret that will not be known. What I say to you in the darkness, speak in the light; what you hear whispered, proclaim on the housetops. And do not be afraid of those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul; rather, be afraid of the one who can destroy both soul and body in Gehenna. Are not two sparrows sold for a small coin? Yet not one of them falls to the ground without your Father’s knowledge. Even all the hairs of your head are counted. So do not be afraid; you are worth more than many sparrows. Everyone who acknowledges me before others I will acknowledge before my heavenly Father. But whoever denies me before others, I will deny before my heavenly Father.”
Who will enter the eternal kingdom of God tomorrow? Who today enters into the Word of Jesus, making of it their only Law by the always perfect obedience. To acknowledge Christ in front of the others it means to confess that His Father is our Father, His Word is our Word, His Holy Spirit is our guide, His Church is our Mother, His grace is our strength, His justice is our Justice, and His obedience is our obedience. If we do not make this confession while we are upon this earth, we do not believe in Christ Jesus. We will never be welcome by Him in Heaven.
