They will inherit eternal life
SATURDAY JULY 11 (Mt 19,27-29)

The obedience to the call of the Lord not only produces a good for us, but for all mankind, on earth and in eternal centuries. Abraham obeys the Lord. First, he leaves his land and then goes to the mount to sacrifice his only son. The goods he receives are extremely valuable, for him and for the whole world: “The LORD said to Abram: Go forth from your land, your relatives, and from your father’s house to a land that I will show you. I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless you; I will make your name great, so that you will be a blessing. I will bless those who bless you and curse those who curse you. All the families of the earth will find blessing in you.” (Gen 12,1-3). “A second time the angel of the LORD called to Abraham from heaven and said: “I swear by my very self — oracle of the LORD — that because you acted as you did in not withholding from me your son, your only one, I will bless you and make your descendants as countless as the stars of the sky and the sands of the seashore; your descendants will take possession of the gates of their enemies, and in your descendants all the nations of the earth will find blessing, because you obeyed my command.” (Gen 22,15-18). The reward is infinitely higher and it is also universal. 

Moses obeys the call of the Lord, leaves the land and his father-in-law. The goods his obedience produces is the liberation of his people from the slavery of Egypt: “But the LORD said: I have witnessed the affliction of my people in Egypt and have heard their cry against their taskmasters, so I know well what they are suffering. Therefore I have come down to rescue them from the power of the Egyptians and lead them up from that land into a good and spacious land, a land flowing with milk and honey, the country of the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Amorites, the Perizzites, the Girgashites, the Hivites and the Jebusites. Now indeed the outcry of the Israelites has reached me, and I have seen how the Egyptians are oppressing them. Now, go! I am sending you to Pharaoh to bring my people, the Israelites, out of Egypt. But Moses said to God, “Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh and bring the Israelites out of Egypt?” God answered: I will be with you; and this will be your sign that I have sent you. When you have brought the people out of Egypt, you will serve God at this mountain.” (Ex 3,7-12). Moses leaves his home and his land so that all his people have a home and a land all for themselves. The mystery of the vocation that asks us to leave everything receives its truth in the universal goods that the abandonment of what is our produces. It brings salvation to the world. Answering the call of the Lord is the greatest mercy, charity, and compassion for humanity. Only one called can save the world from its sin and lead it into eternal life. But today we no longer have this supernatural vision of vocation. The plague of immanence is consuming every transcendent, divine, and eternal truth.
At that time, Peter said to Jesus in reply, “We have given up everything and followed you. What will there be for us?” Jesus said to them, “Amen, I say to you that you who have followed me, in the new age, when the Son of Man is seated on his throne of glory, will yourselves sit on twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes of Israel. And everyone who has given up houses or brothers or sisters or father or mother or children or lands for the sake of my name will receive a hundred times more, and will inherit eternal life.

Jesus leaves his body hanging on the cross. The fruit produced by this response to the call of His Father produces redemption and salvation for the whole world. In addition it produces, not only the transformation of his body into spirit and light, giving Him immortality, incorruptibility and eternal glory, but also His humanity is elevated to the highest heaven. Today Jesus is seated at the right hand of the Father and constituted Lord and Judge of the living and the dead. Pietro must not be afraid. He left everything. But he hasn’t lost anything. In addition, the Lord will give him eternal glory. If he perseveres in the gift made to God, for this gift, lived according to the will of the Father, in the motion of the Holy Spirit, he will be able to bring salvation to human beings and will be able to preserve the Church of Christ Jesus in the purity of his truth. Little is given, much is produced, much is received. God is greater than our heart and His rewards are always without measure. Never will God be indebted to human being. He gives us the gift to give to him.
