A sower went out to sow
SUNDAY JULY 12 (Mt 13,1-23)

Building, giving birth, raising the kingdom of God on our earth today is the obligation of every Apostle of the Lord. The same is for every other disciple of Jesus, in hierarchical communion with the Apostle. In a very particular, special way, is for every minister of Christ Jesus and the administrators of His mysteries. Whoever wants to build the kingdom of God must preach the Word of Christ Jesus, his Gospel. The Word must be sown in every heart, always, without any interruption. The day when the Word is not sown, not only the kingdom is not built, but the one already built begins to lose strength. It lacks the water of life which is the Word of Christ Jesus. Each minister of Christ the Lord must therefore do a twofold work: to make the Church grow internally in truth and holiness, with the grace of Christ and the wisdom of the Holy Spirit. He must also be on a permanent mission to the world, to which he will have to sow the Word, asking for conversion to it, and baptizing in the name of the Father and the Son and of the Holy Spirit those who convert to the Word, denying their sins and detesting them. Without this double work, even the most solid realm is gradually affected by spiritual anemia and by any other worm that corrodes it from within. This is what is happening to the Church today. It is corroded by the worm of idolatry and immorality.
On that day, Jesus went out of the house and sat down by the sea. Such large crowds gathered around him that he got into a boat and sat down, and the whole crowd stood along the shore. And he spoke to them at length in parables, saying: “A sower went out to sow. And as he sowed, some seed fell on the path, and birds came and ate it up. Some fell on rocky ground, where it had little soil. It sprang up at once because the soil was not deep, and when the sun rose it was scorched, and it withered for lack of roots. Some seed fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up and choked it. But some seed fell on rich soil, and produced fruit, a hundred or sixty or thirtyfold. Whoever has ears ought to hear.” The Purpose of Parables. The disciples approached him and said, “Why do you speak to them in parables?” He said to them in reply, “Because knowledge of the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven has been granted to you, but to them it has not been granted. To anyone who has, more will be given and he will grow rich; from anyone who has not, even what he has will be taken away. This is why I speak to them in parables, because ‘they look but do not see and hear but do not listen or understand.’ Isaiah’s prophecy is fulfilled in them, which says: ‘You shall indeed hear but not understand you shall indeed look but never see.  

Gross is the heart of this people, they will hardly hear with their ears, they have closed their eyes, lest they see with their eyes and hear with their ears and understand with their heart and be converted, and I heal them.’ The Privilege of Discipleship. “But blessed are your eyes, because they see, and your ears, because they hear. Amen, I say to you, many prophets and righteous people longed to see what you see but did not see it, and to hear what you hear but did not hear it. The Explanation of the Parable of the Sower. “Hear then the parable of the sower. The seed sown on the path is the one who hears the word of the kingdom without understanding it, and the evil one comes and steals away what was sown in his heart. The seed sown on rocky ground is the one who hears the word and receives it at once with joy. But he has no root and lasts only for a time. When some tribulation or persecution comes because of the word, he immediately falls away. The seed sown among thorns is the one who hears the word, but then worldly anxiety and the lure of riches choke the word and it bears no fruit. But the seed sown on rich soil is the one who hears the word and understands it, who indeed bears fruit and yields a hundred or sixty or thirtyfold.”
To sow the Word for every administrator of the mysteries of God, and for every minister of Christ Jesus is an obligation, because it is a true commandment. They have been called to announce, evangelize, and train in truth and justice. They were called to build the kingdom of God. Building the body of Christ Jesus who is his Church. Assuming absurdly that there are ten thousand other redeemers and ten thousand other saviors in the world, the minister of Christ was hired by Christ to serve Him. Serving Him is an obligation of justice, faithfulness, truth. He will have to say what Christ has commanded the minister to say and do what His employer has ordered him to do. If he respects the employment contract, he will have the promised reward. Otherwise he too will end up in darkness, but with the responsibility on the shoulders of the damnation of his brothers.
