Do you understand all these things?
SUNDAY JULY 26 (Mt 13,44-52)

The Word of the Lord is not entrusted only to the human being’s ear, but also to their heart, intelligence, wisdom, rationality, and will. The whole human being welcomes the Word and the whole human being must live it. Saint Paul wants the disciples of Jesus to be wise, inteligent. He does not want them as children at the mercy of the waves of human thought: “I urge you, brothers, to watch out for those who create dissensions and obstacles, in opposition to the teaching that you learned; avoid them. For such people do not serve our Lord Christ but their own appetites, and by fair and flattering speech they deceive the hearts of the innocent. For while your obedience is known to all, so that I rejoice over you, I want you to be wise as to what is good, and simple as to what is evil; then the God of peace will quickly crush Satan under your feet. The grace of our Lord Jesus be with you.” (Rm 16,17-20). “And he gave some as apostles, others as prophets, others as evangelists, others as pastors and teachers, to equip the holy ones for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until we all attain to the unity of faith and knowledge of the Son of God, to mature manhood, to the extent of the full stature of Christ, so that we may no longer be infants, tossed by waves and swept along by every wind of teaching arising from human trickery, from their cunning in the interests of deceitful scheming. Rather, living the truth in love, we should grow in every way into him who is the head, Christ, from whom the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting ligament, with the proper functioning of each part, brings about the body’s growth and builds itself up in love.” (Eph 4.11-16). In order for the disciple to understand the Word, they must walk in the communion of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is the Master who must introduce the disciple into the depths of the mystery of Christ contained within the Word.
God does not want the human being to renounce their intelligence: “I will instruct you and show you the way you should walk, give you counsel with my eye upon you. Do not be like a horse or mule, without understanding; with bit and bridle their temper is curbed, else they will not come to you.” (Ps 32 (31) 8-9). St. Paul teaches that one must learn about how one should know: “Now in regard to meat sacrificed to idols: we realize that “all of us have knowledge”; knowledge inflates with pride, but love builds up. If anyone supposes he knows something, he does not yet know as he ought to know. But if one loves God, one is known by him.” (1Cor 8,1-3). Every activity of the mind and spirit that pertains to the mystery contained in the Word must always be lived in the school of the Holy Spirit. He is the intelligence, the knowledge, the light, the wisdom, the truth, and the understanding of the mystery. Only at his school one learns about Christ Jesus.
At that time, Jesus said to his disciples: “The kingdom of heaven is like a treasure buried in a field, which a person finds and hides again, and out of joy goes and sells all that he has and buys that field. Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant searching for fine pearls. When he finds a pearl of great price, he goes and sells all that he has and buys it. Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a net thrown into the sea, which collects fish of every kind. When it is full they haul it ashore and sit down to put what is good into buckets. What is bad they throw away. Thus it will be at the end of the age. The angels will go out and separate the wicked from the righteous and throw them into the fiery furnace, where there will be wailing and grinding of teeth. “Do you understand all these things?” They answered, “Yes.” And he replied, “Then every scribe who has been instructed in the kingdom of heaven is like the head of a household who brings from his storeroom both the new and the old.”
It is urgent to make a great distinction. Cunning and shrewdness must be separated for the things of the world - these can also come from Satan and often this happens – as well as, intelligence and wisdom must be separated for things concerning the mysteries of the Kingdom of Heaven. Intelligence and wisdom come only from the Spirit of the Lord. One grows in the Spirit if they grow in the grace of Christ Jesus. One grows in the grace of Christ Jesus if they grow in the Holy Spirit. Christ and the Spirit are one mystery. Whoever separates Christ from the Spirit does not grow neither in Christ nor in the Spirit. Unity is always necessary. 
Mother of God, Angels and Saints obtain to us every wisdom and intelligence in the Holy Spirit.
