Because of your little faith
SATURDAY AUGUST 8 (Mt 17,14-20)

Faith is first of all obedience to every Word given to us by the Father, through Christ, in science, wisdom, knowledge, truth of the Holy Spirit. Jesus obeys the Father by saying the words that the Father says to him and by doing the works that the Father wants Him to do. The public teaching of Jesus in the Gospel according to John, ends with this profession of faith: “Jesus cried out and said, “Whoever believes in me believes not only in me but also in the one who sent me, and whoever sees me sees the one who sent me. I came into the world as light, so that everyone who believes in me might not remain in darkness. And if anyone hears my words and does not observe them, I do not condemn him, for I did not come to condemn the world but to save the world. Whoever rejects me and does not accept my words has something to judge him: the word that I spoke, it will condemn him on the last day, because I did not speak on my own, but the Father who sent me commanded me what to say and speak. And I know that his commandment is eternal life. So what I say, I say as the Father told me.” (Jn 12,44-50). Jesus lives to obey the Father. 

The disciples live to obey to Christ Jesus. What is the first rule of disciples’ obedience to Christ Jesus? The first rule is obedience to the truth of the Father. Everything in Christ is from the Father. Everything in the disciples is from the Father. Everything Christ asks the Father. Everything disciples must ask the Father: “He said to them, “When you pray, say: Father, hallowed be your name, your kingdom come. Give us each day our daily bread and forgive us our sins for we ourselves forgive everyone in debt to us, and do not subject us to the final test.” And he said to them, “Suppose one of you has a friend to whom he goes at midnight and says, ‘Friend, lend me three loaves of bread, for a friend of mine has arrived at my house from a journey and I have nothing to offer him,’ and he says in reply from within, ‘Do not bother me; the door has already been locked and my children and I are already in bed. I cannot get up to give you anything.’ I tell you, if he does not get up to give him the loaves because of their friendship, he will get up to give him whatever he needs because of his persistence. “And I tell you, ask and you will receive; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you. For everyone who asks, receives; and the one who seeks, finds; and to the one who knocks, the door will be opened. What father among you would hand his son a snake when he asks for a fish? Or hand him a scorpion when he asks for an egg? If you then, who are wicked, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will the Father in heaven give the holy Spirit to those who ask him?” (Lk 11,2-13). If the disciples want to say a Word of eternal life, they must ask the Father for it. If they want to work a miracle or a wonder, they must ask the Father for it. If they want to free a man from the impure spirit, they must ask the Father for it. Everything in them must be the grace of the Father. 

At that time, a man approached Jesus, knelt down before him, and said, “Lord, have pity on my son, for he is a lunatic and suffers severely; often he falls into fire, and often into water. I brought him to your disciples, but they could not cure him.” Jesus said in reply, “O faithless and perverse generation, how long will I be with you? How long will I endure you? Bring him here to me.” Jesus rebuked him and the demon came out of him, and from that hour the boy was cured. Then the disciples approached Jesus in private and said, “Why could we not drive it out?” He said to them, “Because of your little faith. Amen, I say to you, if you have faith the size of a mustard seed, you will say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,’ and it will move. Nothing will be impossible for you.”
This rule is universal. Nothing is man-made. Instead, everything descends from the heart of the Father. We place ourselves in humility before him and ask for everything. Their mission is also all from the love of the Father and his eternal mercy and truth. Jesus can do everything because he asks everything from the Father. The Apostles cannot do anything, because they still ask the Father for nothing. By continually asking for the gift of the Holy Spirit, the Holy Spirit leads to all truth. It is eternal truth that everything must be obtained from God for humble, confident, persevering prayer, without interruption. This law must never be forgotten. Prayer opens the doors of the Father’s heart and every grace is given.
