What God has joined together, no human being must separate
FRIDAY AUGUST 14 (Mt 19,3-12)

The Pharisees have a strange way of reading Scripture. It’s true. They read Moses, but very roughly. They say things never said by the prophet of God: “When a man, after marrying a woman, is later displeased with her because he finds in her something indecent, and he writes out a bill of divorce and hands it to her, thus dismissing her from his house, if on leaving his house she goes and becomes the wife of another man, and the second husband, too, comes to dislike her and he writes out a bill of divorce and hands it to her, thus dismissing her from his house, or if this second man who has married her dies, then her former husband, who dismissed her, may not again take her as his wife after she has become defiled. That would be an abomination before the LORD, and you shall not bring such guilt upon the land the LORD, your God, is giving you as a heritage. (Dt 24,1-4). Moses does not say for any reason, but for something shameful.

They do not read at all the prophet Malachi who declares the rule of Moses repealed: “This also you do: the altar of the LORD you cover with tears, weeping, and groaning, because the Lord no longer takes note of your offering or accepts it favorably from your hand. And you say, “Why?” — Because the LORD is witness between you and the wife of your youth with whom you have broken faith, though she is your companion, your covenanted wife. Did he not make them one, with flesh and spirit? And what does the One require? Godly offspring! You should be on guard, then, for your life, and do not break faith with the wife of your youth. For I hate divorce, says the LORD, the God of Israel, and the one who covers his garment with violence, says the LORD of hosts. You should be on guard, then, for your life, and you must not break faith. (Mal 2,13-16). The one flesh is also the breath of life. When the only breath of life dies, the person dies. 

But neither do they read the work of creation made by God: “God created mankind in his image; in the image of God he created them; male and female he created them” (Gen 1,27). “So the LORD God cast a deep sleep on the man, and while he was asleep, he took out one of his ribs and closed up its place with flesh. The LORD God then built the rib that he had taken from the man into a woman. When he brought her to the man, the man said: “This one, at last, is bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; This one shall be called ‘woman,’ for out of man this one has been taken.” That is why a man leaves his father and mother and clings to his wife, and the two of them become one body.” (Gen 2,21-24). We cannot even speak of heretical, choice-based, selective reading of Scripture by the Pharisees. Scripture is replaced by their human tradition, however passed as the purest Law of Moses.
Some Pharisees approached him, and tested him, saying, “Is it lawful for a man to divorce his wife for any cause whatever?” He said in reply, “Have you not read that from the beginning the Creator ‘made them male and female’ and said, ‘For this reason a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall become one flesh’? So they are no longer two, but one flesh. Therefore, what God has joined together, no human being must separate.” They said to him, “Then why did Moses command that the man give the woman a bill of divorce and dismiss [her]?” He said to them, “Because of the hardness of your hearts Moses allowed you to divorce your wives, but from the beginning it was not so. I say to you, whoever divorces his wife (unless the marriage is unlawful) and marries another commits adultery.” [His] disciples said to him, “If that is the case of a man with his wife, it is better not to marry.” He answered, “Not all can accept [this] word, but only those to whom that is granted. Some are incapable of marriage because they were born so; some, because they were made so by others; some, because they have renounced marriage for the sake of the kingdom of heaven. Whoever can accept this ought to accept it.”

Every modal disorder is introduced into the world by disobedience to the Word of the Lord, aggravated by idolatry. Even subject reading of Scripture is the fruit of sin and idolatry. The same principle applies to us today. We too today read Scripture subjectively. We use it to support our thoughts of idolatry and immorality. This modality reveals that we are transforming ourselves into idolatrous and immoral Christians. When Scripture loses its truth, everything loses its.
Mother of God, Angels and Saints make that never the Christian loses the truth of the Scriptures.
