The Almighty has done great things for me
SATURDAY AUGUST 15 (Lk 1,39-56)

The more the heart is full of grace, the more it is full of the Holy Spirit. Mary is so full of grace and the Holy Spirit that she makes her breath, her voice “vehicle” to carry the Holy Spirit from her heart into the heart of Elizabeth and the Child the mother had in her womb. Mary is a true living image of Christ Jesus. The breath of the Risen Jesus, who is the breath of the Holy Spirit, is poured out on the Apostles in the Upper Room on Easter: “[Jesus] said to them again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I send you.” And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.” (Jn 20,21-23). The breath of Jesus reminds us of another breath: that of God at the beginning of creation: “When the LORD God made the earth and the heavens — there was no field shrub on earth and no grass of the field had sprouted, for the LORD God had sent no rain upon the earth and there was no man to till the ground, but a stream was welling up out of the earth and watering all the surface of the ground — then the LORD God formed the man out of the dust of the ground and blew into his nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a living being.” (Gen 2,4-7). Mary like God, like Christ Jesus, even though in an infinitely different way, brings and gives the Holy Spirit. It had never happened before in the history of salvation. This too is one of the many great things that the Lord has done for his Mother.
Great thing is that operated by Jesus from the cross: he constituted the his Mother as Mother of the disciple. Now the disciple is neither an orphan of the Father nor an orphan of a Mother nor an orphan of the Older Brother, Christ the Lord, and not even of the Holy Spirit: “Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Cleopas, and Mary of Magdala. When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple there whom he loved, he said to his mother, “Woman, behold, your son.” Then he said to the disciple, “Behold, your mother.” And from that hour the disciple took her into his home.” (Jn 19,25-27). The Almighty has spared nothing in doing great things in Mary. He clothed her with his eternal light and made her Queen of Angels and Saints on earth and in heaven: “Then God’s temple in heaven was opened, and the ark of his covenant could be seen in the temple. There were flashes of lightning, rumblings, and peals of thunder, an earthquake, and a violent hailstorm. A great sign appeared in the sky, a woman clothed with the sun, with the moon under her feet, and on her head a crown of twelve stars.” (Rv 11,19-12,1). Glory and honor are pouring out on the Virgin Mary without measure. She is the creature above all creatures. 

In those days Mary set out and traveled to the hill country in haste to a town of Judah, where she entered the house of Zechariah and greeted Elizabeth. When Elizabeth heard Mary’s greeting, the infant leaped in her womb, and Elizabeth, filled with the Holy Spirit, cried out in a loud voice and said, “Blessed are you among women, and blessed is the fruit of your womb. And how does this happen to me, that the mother of my Lord should come to me? For at the moment the sound of your greeting reached my ears, the infant in my womb leaped for joy. Blessed are you who believed that what was spoken to you by the Lord would be fulfilled.” And Mary said: “My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord, my spirit rejoices in God my Savior for he has looked with favor on his lowly servant. From this day all generations will call me blessed: the Almighty has done great things for me, and holy is his Name. He has mercy on those who fear him in every generation. He has shown the strength of his arm, he has scattered the proud in their conceit. He has cast down the mighty from their thrones, and has lifted up the lowly. He has filled the hungry with good things, and the rich he has sent away empty. He has come to the help of his servant Israel for he has remembered his promise of mercy, the promise he made to our fathers, to Abraham and his children for ever.” Mary remained with her about three months and then returned to her home. 

If God, to do great things for Mary, the Mother of his Only Begotten, has spared himself in nothing, exhausting all his omnipotence - beyond what he has done for Mary, he will never be able to do it for no other creature, because no other creature will be able to become Mother of His Only Begotten Son - Christians too must excel in praise and honor without any measure towards their heavenly Mother. Whoever does not honor Mary according to full truth, neither does it with Jesus according to the truth, and neither honors the Father and the Holy Spirit.
Mother of God, Angels and Saints make us honor the Mother of God with no measure.
