Pay attention to what I am telling you
SATURDAY SEPTEMBER 26 (Lk 9,43-45)

A Crucified God is a scandal for the Jews and foolishness for the Greeks. It is truth announced by the Holy Spirit through the mouth of Paul: “For Christ did not send me to baptize but to preach the gospel, and not with the wisdom of human eloquence, so that the cross of Christ might not be emptied of its meaning. The message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God. For it is written: “I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and the learning of the learned I will set aside.” Where is the wise one? Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of this age? Has not God made the wisdom of the world foolish? For since in the wisdom of God the world did not come to know God through wisdom, it was the will of God through the foolishness of the proclamation to save those who have faith. For Jews demand signs and Greeks look for wisdom, but we proclaim Christ crucified, a stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to Gentiles, but to those who are called, Jews and Greeks alike, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. For the foolishness of God is wiser than human wisdom, and the weakness of God is stronger than human strength.
“Consider your own calling, brothers. Not many of you were wise by human standards, not many were powerful, not many were of noble birth. Rather, God chose the foolish of the world to shame the wise, and God chose the weak of the world to shame the strong, and God chose the lowly and despised of the world, those who count for nothing, to reduce to nothing those who are something, so that no human being might boast before God. It is due to him that you are in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from God, as well as righteousness, sanctification, and redemption, so that, as it is written, “Whoever boasts, should boast in the Lord.” When I came to you, brothers, proclaiming the mystery of God, I did not come with sublimity of words or of wisdom. For I resolved to know nothing while I was with you except Jesus Christ, and him crucified. I came to you in weakness and fear and much trembling, and my message and my proclamation were not with persuasive (words of) wisdom, but with a demonstration of spirit and power, so that your faith might rest not on human wisdom but on the power of God” (1Cor 1,17-2,5). One can only enter the mystery of Christ Jesus by revelation from above, which is not done once and for all. Since that of Jesus is an infinite, divine, eternal, supernatural and natural mystery at the same time, only the Holy Spirit knows it and only through the daily revelation of the Holy Spirit it can be known.
At that time, all were astonished by the majesty of God. While they were all amazed at his every deed, Jesus said to his disciples, “Pay attention to what I am telling you. The Son of Man is to be handed over to men.” But they did not understand this saying; its meaning was hidden from them so that they should not understand it, and they were afraid to ask him about this saying.

If from the Gospel according to Luke we know that only after the resurrection Jesus opens the minds of his Apostles to the knowledge of Scripture, why today he says to them “Pay attention to what I am telling you?” Today they don’t have to understand. Instead they must know that their ideas, their thoughts on the Christ of God are fantasies and imaginations of their heart or their mind. The Christ of God will not be a new David. He will not come with his army to free the land of the fathers from those who occupy it. He comes to be delivered into the hands of men by the leaders of the people and crucified by them. But he will rise again on the third day. Since He will soon be crucified, His Apostles will have to begin replacing their thoughts on the Christ of God with this revelation which is of delivery, death by crucifixion, and glorious resurrection on the third day. The understanding of the mystery always comes at a later time. However, there must always be acceptance of it. The Word is not understood immediately. Rather, it must be placed in the heart, giving it all obedience. We walk towards full knowledge, but always obeying the Word. If one doesn’t obey, one can never understand. It is understood to the extent that it is obeyed. More obedience and more understanding. 
Mother of God, Angels and Saints, give us a prompt obedience to the Word.
