You will see greater things than this!
 TUESDAY SEPTEMBER 29 (Jn 1,47-51)

Jesus today is the God hidden within the flesh. Tomorrow his flesh, his true humanity will be seated at the right hand of God. Tomorrow he will be the Lord of the universe and the Judge of all the earth. Paul attests that what he saw is unspeakable and inexpressible: “I must boast; not that it is profitable, but I will go on to visions and revelations of the Lord. I know someone in Christ who, fourteen years ago (whether in the body or out of the body I do not know, God knows), was caught up to the third heaven. And I know that this person (whether in the body or out of the body I do not know, God knows) was caught up into Paradise and heard ineffable things, which no one may utter. About this person I will boast, but about myself I will not boast, except about my weaknesses. Although if I should wish to boast, I would not be foolish, for I would be telling the truth. But I refrain, so that no one may think more of me than what he sees in me or hears from me because of the abundance of the revelations.” (2Cor 12,1-7). 

To the Apostle John, the Lord showed all his glory and the glory of the Heaven’s Jerusalem. He also gave him the Word to narrate the whole vision. Here is a very small part, the final one: “Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth. The former heaven and the former earth had passed away, and the sea was no more. I also saw the holy city, a new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, “Behold, God’s dwelling is with the human race. He will dwell with them and they will be his people and God himself will always be with them [as their God]. He will wipe every tear from their eyes, and there shall be no more death or mourning, wailing or pain, [for] the old order has passed away.” The one who sat on the throne said, “Behold, I make all things new.” Then he said, “Write these words down, for they are trustworthy and true.” He said to me, “They are accomplished. I [am] the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end. To the thirsty I will give a gift from the spring of life-giving water. The victor will inherit these gifts, and I shall be his God, and he will be my son.
I saw no temple in the city, for its temple is the Lord God almighty and the Lamb. The city had no need of sun or moon to shine on it, for the glory of God gave it light, and its lamp was the Lamb. Then the angel showed me the river of life-giving water, sparkling like crystal, flowing from the throne of God and of the Lamb down the middle of its street. On either side of the river grew the tree of life that produces fruit twelve times a year, once each month; the leaves of the trees serve as medicine for the nations. Nothing accursed will be found there anymore. The throne of God and of the Lamb will be in it, and his servants will worship him. They will look upon his face, and his name will be on their foreheads. Night will be no more, nor will they need light from lamp or sun, for the Lord God shall give them light, and they shall reign forever and ever. (Rv 21,1-8.22-27; 22,1-5). Nonetheless, in the face of this very high revelation, the disciples of Jesus today remain as if they were deaf, blind, and mute. They don’t even believe in a single word.
Ath that time, Jesus saw Nathanael coming toward him and said of him, “Here is a true Israelite. There is no duplicity in him.” Nathanael said to him, “How do you know me?” Jesus answered and said to him, “Before Philip called you, I saw you under the fig tree.” Nathanael answered him, “Rabbi, you are the Son of God; you are the King of Israel.” Jesus answered and said to him, “Do you believe because I told you that I saw you under the fig tree? You will see greater things than this.” And he said to him, “Amen, amen, I say to you, you will see the sky opened and the angels of God ascending and descending on the Son of Man.”

Jesus is the truth of God and man, of heaven and earth, of time and eternity. His Word separates good and evil, light and darkness, heaven and hell, holiness and sin, justice and injustice. We can only know its mystery in the Holy Spirit. Only with the eyes of the Spirit we will see always greater things of Him. If today we see anything more of Christ the Lord, it is because we have separated ourselves from the Spirit of the Lord. We surrendered to darkness. We have indulged in disobedience and transgression. We no longer obey the Word of our salvation and redemption.
Mother of God, Angels and Saints, fill us of the Spirit of obedience. We will see Christ.
