All things have been handed over to me by my Father
SATURDAY OCTOBER 3 (Lk 10,17-24)

Jesus is the plenipotentiary of the Father. The Father has given him all power. He everything works and everything governs through his Only Begotten Son. The New Testament is this truth. This truth is removed from the Sacred Text, it becomes a lying fable. We may, in our folly, not believe. We can never say that the Sacred Text says anything else than what is written in it. It is enough to read only a few verses of the Prologue of the Fourth Gospel and this truth emerges in all its splendor: “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the beginning with God. All things came to be through him, and without him nothing came to be. What came to be through him was life, and this life was the light of the human race; the light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it. And the Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us, and we saw his glory, the glory as of the Father’s only Son, full of grace and truth. From his fullness we have all received, grace in place of grace. No one has ever seen God. The only Son, God, who is at the Father’s side, has revealed him.” (Cfr. Jn 1,1-18). Saying, thinking, affirming, attesting, teaching, declaring other than what is written in the Holy Text is spiritual and moral dishonesty. One can also not believe, but never say what the Text does not say. 

If Jesus says so: “All things have been handed over to me by my Father. No one knows who the Son is except the Father, and who the Father is except the Son and anyone to whom the Son wishes to reveal him.”, why do we affirm that there is no need to go through Christ to know God? It’s true. Without Christ we can know God, but what can we know? The Book of Wisdom reveals it to us: “Foolish by nature were all who were in ignorance of God, and who from the good things seen did not succeed in knowing the one who is, and from studying the works did not discern the artisan; Instead either fire, or wind, or the swift air, or the circuit of the stars, or the mighty water, or the luminaries of heaven, the governors of the world, they considered gods. Now if out of joy in their beauty they thought them gods, let them know how far more excellent is the Lord than these; for the original source of beauty fashioned them. Or if they were struck by their might and energy, let them realize from these things how much more powerful is the one who made them. For from the greatness and the beauty of created things their original author, by analogy, is seen.” (Wis 13,1-5). The mystery of the Blessed Trinity, of the Incarnation, of true salvation, of eternal life can only be known through Christ, in Christ, with Christ and can only be lived by becoming one body, one life with him. Body of his body, life of his life, heart of his heart, soul of his soul, essence of his essence. Honesty obliges us. 

At that time, The seventy [-two] returned rejoicing, and said, “Lord, even the demons are subject to us because of your name.” Jesus said, “I have observed Satan fall like lightning from the sky. Behold, I have given you the power ‘to tread upon serpents’ and scorpions and upon the full force of the enemy and nothing will harm you. Nevertheless, do not rejoice because the spirits are subject to you, but rejoice because your names are written in heaven.” At that very moment he rejoiced [in] the holy Spirit and said, “I give you praise, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, for although you have hidden these things from the wise and the learned you have revealed them to the childlike. Yes, Father, such has been your gracious will. All things have been handed over to me by my Father. No one knows who the Son is except the Father, and who the Father is except the Son and anyone to whom the Son wishes to reveal him.” Turning to the disciples in private he said, “Blessed are the eyes that see what you see. For I say to you, many prophets and kings desired to see what you see, but did not see it, and to hear what you hear, but did not hear it.”

It is urgent to return to the sources of truth, which is not only one but two. We must return to the source of the Word of Scripture and to the source of the Holy Spirit, who must make the truth of the Word which is always pure, holy, immaculate, free of any error, falsehood, heresy, lie, resound in our ears. When the sources of truth are abandoned, the sun of Christ’s true knowledge is darkened on earth. Once the knowledge of Christ is obscured, the knowledge of man is also obscured. Only the darkness of idolatry and immorality remain.

Mother of God, Angels and Saints, make that we never abandon the source of the divine truth.
