He will give the holy Spirit to those who ask him!
THURSDAY OCTOBER 8 (Lk 11,5-13)

Solomon asks God for the gift of Wisdom, because he knows that with it he will be able to rule as a true king. God is assisted by his Wisdom and does everything well. Salomon too, king of the Lord’s people, will be assisted by Wisdom and will be able to do everything well. “All wisdom is from the Lord and remains with him forever. The sands of the sea, the drops of rain, the days of eternity — who can count them? Heaven’s height, earth’s extent, the abyss and wisdom — who can explore them? Before all other things wisdom was created; and prudent understanding, from eternity. The root of wisdom — to whom has it been revealed? Her subtleties — who knows them? There is but one, wise and truly awesome, seated upon his throne — the Lord. It is he who created her, saw her and measured her, poured her forth upon all his works, upon every living thing according to his bounty, lavished her upon those who love him.” However, Wisdom is not a static gift. It is dynamic. In wisdom one must grow day by day. 

“The fear of the Lord is glory and exultation, gladness and a festive crown. The fear of the Lord rejoices the heart, giving gladness, joy, and long life. Those who fear the Lord will be happy at the end, even on the day of death they will be blessed. The beginning of wisdom is to fear the Lord; she is created with the faithful in the womb. With the godly she was created from of old, and with their descendants she will keep faith. The fullness of wisdom is to fear the Lord; she inebriates them with her fruits. Their entire house she fills with choice foods, their granaries with her produce. The crown of wisdom is the fear of the Lord, flowering with peace and perfect health. Knowledge and full understanding she rains down; she heightens the glory of those who possess her. The root of wisdom is to fear the Lord; her branches are long life. The fear of the Lord drives away sins; where it abides it turns back all anger.” (Sir 1,1-21). Wisdom makes man see with the eyes of God, will with God’s will, love with God’s heart, think with God’s thoughts, desire with God’s desires. With Wisdom we entrust the helm of our life thus that He leads it so that our life can realize the mystery that he wrote in it. 
At that time, Jesus said to the disciples, “Suppose one of you has a friend to whom he goes at midnight and says, ‘Friend, lend me three loaves of bread, for a friend of mine has arrived at my house from a journey and I have nothing to offer him,’ and he says in reply from within, ‘Do not bother me; the door has already been locked and my children and I are already in bed. I cannot get up to give you anything.’ I tell you, if he does not get up to give him the loaves because of their friendship, he will get up to give him whatever he needs because of his persistence. “And I tell you, ask and you will receive; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you. For everyone who asks, receives; and the one who seeks, finds; and to the one who knocks, the door will be opened. What father among you would hand his son a snake when he asks for a fish? Or hand him a scorpion when he asks for an egg? If you then, who are wicked, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will the Father in heaven give the holy Spirit to those who ask him?”.

Why does Jesus want the Holy Spirit to be asked to the Father? Because Wisdom is only one of the activities of the Spirit of the Lord. Along with Wisdom, there are also Intellect, Counsel, Strength, Knowledge, Mercy and Fear of the Lord. With the fullness of the Spirit in us, our life will be entirely lived according to the will of the Father in all its manifestations. However, the Spirit must always be revived. The Father gives it. Christ Jesus pours it on us like a river of living water. Nonetheless, it is up to whoever receives it to make it grow in his heart, so that it produces all its fruit, and we know the fruits of the Spirit: love, joy, peace, magnanimity, benevolence, goodness, fidelity, meekness, self-control. Whoever is without the Spirit will never be able to produce these gifts. It will only produce vices.
Mother of God, Angels and Saints make that every Christian is governed by the Holy Spirit.
