Invite to the feast whomever you find
SUNDAY OCTOBER 11 (Mt 22,1-14)

One enters the hall of salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. It is a necessary way for both Jews and pagans. Thus the Apostle Paul announces this truth, starting from the history of the rejection of his people: “I do not want you to be unaware of this mystery, brothers, so that you will not become wise [in] your own estimation: a hardening has come upon Israel in part, until the full number of the Gentiles comes in, and thus all Israel will be saved, as it is written: “The deliverer will come out of Zion, he will turn away godlessness from Jacob; and this is my covenant with them when I take away their sins.” In respect to the gospel, they are enemies on your account; but in respect to election, they are beloved because of the patriarchs. For the gifts and the call of God are irrevocable. Just as you once disobeyed God but have now received mercy because of their disobedience, so they have now disobeyed in order that, by virtue of the mercy shown to you, they too may [now] receive mercy. For God delivered all to disobedience, that he might have mercy upon all. Oh, the depth of the riches and wisdom and knowledge of God! How inscrutable are his judgments and how unsearchable his ways! “For who has known the mind of the Lord or who has been his counselor?” “Or who has given him anything that he may be repaid?” For from him and through him and for him are all things. To him be glory forever. Amen.” (Rm 11,25-36). Every man, to whatever people he belongs, will be saved by faith in the name of Jesus the Nazarene. It is universal truth.
The Apostle John, on the other hand, does not start from history, but from the heart of the Father and from his love. His Only Begotten Son, the Word made flesh, is the gift of God, for the salvation of the world. However, the gift must be accepted in faith: “For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him might not perish but might have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world might be saved through him. Whoever believes in him will not be condemned, but whoever does not believe has already been condemned, because he has not believed in the name of the only Son of God. And this is the verdict,n that the light came into the world, but people preferred darkness to light, because their works were evil. For everyone who does wicked things hates the light and does not come toward the light, so that his works might not be exposed. But whoever lives the truth comes to the light, so that his works may be clearly seen as done in God.” (Jn 3,16-21). Without the passage to Christ Jesus in faith, there is no salvation. The world is in death due to the sin by which it is governed.
At that time, Jesus again in reply spoke to them in parables, saying, “The kingdom of heaven may be likened to a king who gave a wedding feast for his son. He dispatched his servants to summon the invited guests to the feast, but they refused to come. A second time he sent other servants, saying, ‘Tell those invited: “Behold, I have prepared my banquet, my calves and fattened cattle are killed, and everything is ready; come to the feast.”’ Some ignored the invitation and went away, one to his farm, another to his business. The rest laid hold of his servants, mistreated them, and killed them. The king was enraged and sent his troops, destroyed those murderers, and burned their city. Then he said to his servants, ‘The feast is ready, but those who were invited were not worthy to come. Go out, therefore, into the main roads and invite to the feast whomever you find.’ The servants went out into the streets and gathered all they found, bad and good alike, and the hall was filled with guests. But when the king came in to meet the guests he saw a man there not dressed in a wedding garment. He said to him, ‘My friend, how is it that you came in here without a wedding garment?’ But he was reduced to silence. Then the king said to his attendants, ‘Bind his hands and feet, and cast him into the darkness outside, where there will be wailing and grinding of teeth.’ Many are invited, but few are chosen.”
The Parable reveals that the invitation should be addressed to everyone. Inviting is God’s will, it is not the servant’s choice. It is possible to answer no. One remains outside of salvation. Those who answer yes must observe the rules of faith. They cannot enter the house of salvation with the garment of sin, he must enter it with the garment of grace. If at the moment of death one does not enter eternity with the habit of grace, there will be no place in the eternal banquet hall. Today a salvation is preached both without faith in Christ and without a wedding garment.
Mother of God, Angels and Saints, make that the Christians go back to the purity of the faith in Christ.
