For this is the will of my Father
MONDAY NOVEMBER 2 (Jn 6,37-40)

The truth of the resurrection was announced by Jesus to the Jews in his speech after the healing of the paralytic man at the pool of Betzatà: “Jesus answered and said to them, “Amen, amen, I say to you, a son cannot do anything on his own, but only what he sees his father doing; for what he does, his son will do also. For the Father loves his Son and shows him everything that he himself does, and he will show him greater works than these, so that you may be amazed. For just as the Father raises the dead and gives life, so also does the Son give life to whomever he wishes. Nor does the Father judge anyone, but he has given all judgment to his Son, so that all may honor the Son just as they honor the Father. Whoever does not honor the Son does not honor the Father who sent him. Amen, amen, I say to you, whoever hears my word and believes in the one who sent me has eternal life and will not come to condemnation, but has passed from death to life. Amen, amen, I say to you, the hour is coming and is now here when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of God, and those who hear will live. For just as the Father has life in himself, so also he gave to his Son the possession of life in himself. And he gave him power to exercise judgment, because he is the Son of Man. Do not be amazed at this, because the hour is coming in which all who are in the tombs will hear his voices and will come out, those who have done good deeds to the resurrection of life, but those who have done wicked deeds to the resurrection of condemnation. “I cannot do anything on my own; I judge as I hear, and my judgment is just, because I do not seek my own will but the will of the one who sent me.” (Jn 5,19-30). In his speeches, Jesus always proceeds from truth to truth, adding ever greater, higher truths. Each addition makes the truth previously announced, revealed, manifested clear and luminous.
Today Jesus adds a second truth, which we also find in chapter X, when he announces himself as the Good Shepherd: “Jesus answered them, “I told you and you do not believe. The works I do in my Father’s name testify to me. But you do not believe, because you are not among my sheep. My sheep hear my voice; I know them, and they follow me. I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish. No one can take them out of my hand. My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all, and no one can take them out of the Father’s hand. The Father and I are one.”” (Jn 10,25-30). If the Father gives a sheep to Jesus, can this sheep be lost due to Jesus’ inattention, distraction, omission, or other causes coming from him? He will look after the sheep given to him with all the love with which he loves the Father. Love for the sheep is love for his Father. Love for his Father is love for the sheep that the Father has entrusted to him. If a sheep gets lost, it is certainly not Jesus’ fault. This same truth must always be able to tell every one of his apostles and presbyters. The apostle’s love for Jesus must be love for the sheep. Love for the sheep must be the same as for Jesus. For every sheep that is lost, the shepherd is responsible before God and will be summoned to judgment.
At that time, Jesus said to the crowd: “everything that the Father gives me will come to me, and I will not reject anyone who comes to me, because I came down from heaven not to do my own will but the will of the one who sent me. And this is the will of the one who sent me, that I should not lose anything of what he gave me, but that I should raise it [on] the last day. For this is the will of my Father, that everyone who sees the Son and believes in him may have eternal life, and I shall raise him [on] the last day.”
A third truth needs to be highlighted. The gift of eternal life and the resurrection on the last day is not the will of Christ Jesus and it is not even born of his love. Everything comes from the heart of the Father and from his love. The Father gave his love and will to the Son. The Son made them his love and will. This same truth must reign between Christ Jesus and his apostles and presbyters. Jesus gives them his love and his will and they must make them become their love and their will. “As the Father has sent me, so I send you”. “What the Father has given to me, I give to you”. Never apostles and presbyters will have to detach themselves from these gifts of Lord Jesus. Never.
Mother of God, Angels and Saints, make that everything in the apostles and priests is from Christ Jesus.
