That my home may be filled
TUESDAY NOVEMBER 3 (Lk 14,15-24)

There is no salvation without obedience. Jesus obeys the Father. The apostles must obey Christ. Obedience is not to a single command, but to every order received. Thus in Matthew: “Then Jesus approached and said to them, “All power in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, until the end of the age.” (Mt 28,18-20). In Mark we find essentially the same things: “He said to them, “Go into the whole world and proclaim the gospel to every creature. Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved; whoever does not believe will be condemned. These signs will accompany those who believe: in my name they will drive out demons, they will speak new languages. They will pick up serpents [with their hands], and if they drink any deadly thing, it will not harm them. They will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.” So then the Lord Jesus, after he spoke to them, was taken up into heaven and took his seat at the right hand of God. But they went forth and preached everywhere, while the Lord worked with them and confirmed the word through accompanying signs.]” (Mc 16,15-20). 

In Luke is given the order that the evangelizing mission begin from Jerusalem: “and that repentance, for the forgiveness of sins, would be preached in his name to all the nations, beginning from Jerusalem. You are witnesses of these things. And [behold] I am sending the promise of my Father upon you; but stay in the city until you are clothed with power from on high.” (Lk 24,47-49). While in John no difference should reign between the mission of Jesus and that of the apostles: “[Jesus] said to them again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I send you.” And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.” (Jn 20,21-23). Obedience to each of these commands of Jesus is not optional. Is required. If the apostle does not obey every order received, according to ways and forms dictated to him by the Holy Spirit, he is not an apostle of Jesus. He can also be consecrated an apostle, but in fact and in life he does not live as an apostle. He does not obey his Lord. 

At that time, one of his fellow guests on hearing this said to Jesus, “Blessed is the one who will dine in the kingdom of God.” He replied to him, “A man gave a great dinner to which he invited many. When the time for the dinner came, he dispatched his servant to say to those invited, ‘Come, everything is now ready.’ But one by one, they all began to excuse themselves. The first said to him, ‘I have purchased a field and must go to examine it; I ask you, consider me excused.’ And another said, ‘I have purchased five yoke of oxen and am on my way to evaluate them; I ask you, consider me excused.’ And another said, ‘I have just married a woman, and therefore I cannot come.’ The servant went and reported this to his master. Then the master of the house in a rage commanded his servant, ‘Go out quickly into the streets and alleys of the town and bring in here the poor and the crippled, the blind and the lame.’ The servant reported, ‘Sir, your orders have been carried out and still there is room.’ The master then ordered the servant, ‘Go out to the highways and hedgerows and make people come in that my home may be filled. For, I tell you, none of those men who were invited will taste my dinner.’”
The banquet hall needs to be filled. This is the will of the one who prepares the great supper. The first guests refuse to attend and everyone finds an excuse. What does the man do? He sends his servant to lead the poor, the lame, the blind, and crippled. But there is still room. The servant is again sent through the streets and hedges to bring every man he meets into the hall. Today it is this obedience that has failed, not because the Lord has changed his commands, but because those who have been sent by him to call say that one should no longer call, one should not invite conversion, nor should Christ Jesus be proposed anymore. Each has its particular paths and consequently we only have to agree so that everyone can live in peace with the others. No evangelization and no explicit announcement of Christ Jesus. No “propaganda to the superiority of Christ Jesus,” either direct or indirect. By deciding as such, a distortion of the whole mystery of redemption takes place. Christ is no longer the only name in which it is established that we can be saved. He is one of many.
