But he was speaking about the temple of his body
MONDAY NOVEMBER 9 (Jn 2,13-22)

The Church is the body of Christ. The body is one, but it is made up of many members. Since they must live in perfect communion and synergy, there are rules to be respected. The first asks that each member experience the particularity of his gift, but always with a universal vision, that is, for the benefit of the whole body: “There are different kinds of spiritual gifts but the same Spirit; there are different forms of service but the same Lord; there are different workings but the same God who produces all of them in everyone. To each individual the manifestation of the Spirit is given for some benefit. But one and the same Spirit produces all of these, distributing them individually to each person as he wishes. As a body is one though it has many parts, and all the parts of the body, though many, are one body, so also Christ. For in one Spirit we were all baptized into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, slaves or free persons, and we were all given to drink of one Spirit.” (1Cor 12,4-13). Everyone is therefore obliged to know what the Spirit has given him, what mission he has given him, what conformation to Christ he has received. We know, we obey the Spirit, the body of Christ grows and produces fruits of eternal life, salvation, redemption. Without obedience, we are dry trees.
The second rule wants every charism, ministry, vocation, mission to be animated by charity. The truth is not enough. Charity is needed. Even charity alone is not enough. The truth is needed. A fig tree for charity cannot produce grapes. It’s a fig tree. Thus a baptized person cannot produce the fruits of a confirmed person or a presbyter they lacks the supernatural truth that comes from the sacrament: “Love is patient, love is kind. It is not jealous, [love] is not pompous, it is not inflated, it is not rude, it does not seek its own interests, it is not quick-tempered, it does not brood over injury, it does not rejoice over wrongdoing but rejoices with the truth. It bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things.” (1Cor 13,4-7). Also in the Letter to the Romans Saint Paul indicates the way of charity: “Let love be sincere; hate what is evil, hold on to what is good; love one another with mutual affection; anticipate one another in showing honor. Do not grow slack in zeal, be fervent in spirit, serve the Lord. Rejoice in hope, endure in affliction, persevere in prayer. Contribute to the needs of the holy ones, exercise hospitality.” (Rm 12,9-13). Truth and charity must never be separated. Truth is in charity, charity is in truth. Charity and truth are in the Holy Spirit. Charity is the fruit of truth. 

Since the Passover of the Jews was near, Jesus went up to Jerusalem. He found in the temple area those who sold oxen, sheep, and doves, as well as the money-changers seated there. He made a whip out of cords and drove them all out of the temple area, with the sheep and oxen, and spilled the coins of the money-changers and overturned their tables, and to those who sold doves he said, “Take these out of here, and stop making my Father’s house a marketplace.” His disciples recalled the words of scripture, “Zeal for your house will consume me.” At this the Jews answered and said to him, “What sign can you show us for doing this?” Jesus answered and said to them, “Destroy this temple and in three days I will raise it up.” The Jews said, “This temple has been under construction for forty-six years, and you will raise it up in three days?” But he was speaking about the temple of his body. Therefore, when he was raised from the dead, his disciples remembered that he had said this, and they came to believe the scripture and the word Jesus had spoken.
As Jesus purifies the temple of Jerusalem, every member of the body of Christ, every child of the Church must day after day purify himself, removing from his body, his heart, his soul what is not in conformity with the will of the Father and the truth. and charity of the Holy Spirit, how much it weakens the grace of Christ Jesus, so that it can grow without measure in us. The Christian will do this by observing even the smallest precepts of the Gospel. Everyone must know that the transgression of small things always opens the door to the transgression of the great ones. Your own purification is the first work of charity and truth that we owe to the whole body of Christ. If this first charity is not given, the others are human and not supernatural ‘charities,’ because they are not the fruit of the Word in us. They do not give salvation.
Mother of God, Angels and Saints, help every Christian to purify themselves as God is pure.
