To each according to his ability
SUNDAY NOVEMBER 15 (Mt 25,14-30)

Each human being is a particular creature. Our God never creates a human being equal to another one. We are all different, unique, not only by nature, but also by the gifts of the Holy Spirit, both for the quality of the gifts and also for the quantity. Naturally and spiritually everyone is unique. There is no prophet equal to another prophet, a righteous equal to another righteous, a saint equal to another saint. One is unique in holiness, in justice, in truth, in obedience, in response, in everything else. Both natural and supernatural uniqueness is also uniqueness in the fruit of the product. Today our society totally ignores this law. We want equality in nature, in gifts, in fruits. All distinctions and differences must be abolished. Not even the difference of gender and species escapes this diabolical thought. These too must be abolished.

Everything must be leveled, uniformed. Man does not come from a factory. It comes from the wise hands of its Creator. But this truth is blasphemy for an atheist, areligious, aphilosophical, and unscientific anthropology. Equality is only in dignity. We are all creatures made by God. However, God wanted difference, distinction, diversity to reign in his creation. The word of Jesus reveals that one was given five talents. To another two. To another one. Not out of whim and not even out of will. But according to the abilities of each. The fruits are also different. It would be unfair for the Lord to ask the same amount of fruit from all three. Instead they all produce in relation to the gifts received. Five talents received and five produced, two received and two produced. Each talent produced another talent. Different capacities, different fruits. Today, however, this truth is no longer taught, and the human being becomes a victim of falsehood and lies taught not by science, but by pride, which makes human being unable to accept his uniqueness of nature, of grace, of the Holy Spirit.

At that time, Jesus said his disciples this parable: “It will be as when a man who was going on a journey called in his servants and entrusted his possessions to them. To one he gave five talents; to another, two; to a third, one — to each according to his ability. Then he went away. Immediately the one who received five talents went and traded with them, and made another five. Likewise, the one who received two made another two. But the man who received one went off and dug a hole in the ground and buried his master’s money. After a long time the master of those servants came back and settled accounts with them. The one who had received five talents came forward bringing the additional five. He said, ‘Master, you gave me five talents. See, I have made five more.’ His master said to him, ‘Well done, my good and faithful servant. Since you were faithful in small matters, I will give you great responsibilities. Come, share your master’s joy.’ [Then] the one who had received two talents also came forward and said, ‘Master, you gave me two talents. See, I have made two more.’ His master said to him, ‘Well done, my good and faithful servant. Since you were faithful in small matters, I will give you great responsibilities. Come, share your master’s joy.’ Then the one who had received the one talent came forward and said, ‘Master, I knew you were a demanding person, harvesting where you did not plant and gathering where you did not scatter; so out of fear I went off and buried your talent in the ground. Here it is back.’ His master said to him in reply, ‘You wicked, lazy servant! So you knew that I harvest where I did not plant and gather where I did not scatter? Should you not then have put my money in the bank so that I could have got it back with interest on my return? Now then! Take the talent from him and give it to the one with ten. For to everyone who has, more will be given and he will grow rich; but from the one who has not, even what he has will be taken away. And throw this useless servant into the darkness outside, where there will be wailing and grinding of teeth.’

What is the truth that the parable wants to teach every man? While in the one of the ten virgins Jesus told us that judgment is according to faith for all those who have accepted the Gospel, in this instead he reveals to us that both those who accepted the faith and those who did not accept it, will be judged in based on the talents received. The servant who has not produced his talent is not only lazy. He didn’t put his talent to good use. He is also evil. He justifies his laziness by slandering his master. For laziness he cannot enjoy any reward. For wickedness he deserves severe punishment. In fact, he is thrown into darkness. Nobody should fool themselves. Every gift must be put to good use.
