What do you want me to do for you?
MONDAY NOVEMBER 16 (Lk 18,35-43)

Humanity was created healthy. Thus the Book of Wisdom: “For God formed us to be imperishable; the image of his own nature he made us. But by the envy of the devil, death entered the world, and they who are allied with him experience it.” (Wis 2,23-24). Genesis contains the same truth: “Then God said: Let us make human beings in our image, after our likeness. Let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, the birds of the air, the tame animals, all the wild animals, and all the creatures that crawl on the earth. God created mankind in his image; in the image of God he created them; male and female he created them.” (Gen 1,26-27). But then, out of envy, Satan tempts the woman and it comes the death, the sickness, the suffering, and every moral and spiritual disorder: “The woman saw that the tree was good for food and pleasing to the eyes, and the tree was desirable for gaining wisdom. So she took some of its fruit and ate it; and she also gave some to her husband, who was with her, and he ate it. Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; so they sewed fig leaves together and made loincloths for themselves.” (Gen 3,6-7). What is being asked of human being today? May he become aware that all the evil in him and in humanity, throughout the earth, is the fruit of his sin. Having become aware, he must humbly ask Christ the Lord for effective healing. He must implore the gift of his eternal life. Without this humility, he will always be a producer of the fruits of death. He lacks eternal life in his bosom. It cannot produce fruits of life.

Today human being, not wanting to become aware that his sins are also genetically modifying his nature, especially some horrendous vices, consumes his energy wanting to remedy the fruits that his sinful nature produces. He wants to cure the fruits, but leaving the tree attacked by an infinity of pathogens that are leading it to its full devastation and destruction. Indeed, it is man himself who first creates the sick, infected, rotten tree and then consumes its energy in vain in the hope of being able to heal, cure its fruits. To make human being aware that sin spoils and ruins his nature is the task of the Church and in a very particular way it is the mission of the ministers of the Word and of the administrators of the mysteries of God. It is they who must heal the soul and the spirit of the human being, so that the body too begins its journey of healing and re-establishment in its truth of nature. This becomes impossible, when there is sin it is a pale juridical notion of offense to the divine Majesty, having lost sight of the fruits of death that it produces in the nature of man. God didn’t say: “If you eat of it, you offend me.” He said instead: “If you eat of it, destroy yourself. You enter in a process of unstoppable death from which you will never come out with your own means.” Sin is rebellion against the law of the Lord. It is unhinging from his human project. It is devastation and destruction of the material and spiritual nature. 

Now as Jesys approached Jericho a blind man was sitting by the roadside begging, and hearing a crowd going by, he inquired what was happening. They told him, “Jesus of Nazareth is passing by.” He shouted, “Jesus, Son of David, have pity on me!” The people walking in front rebuked him, telling him to be silent, but he kept calling out all the more, “Son of David, have pity on me!” Then Jesus stopped and ordered that he be brought to him; and when he came near, Jesus asked him, “What do you want me to do for you?” He replied, “Lord, please let me see.” Jesus told him, “Have sight; your faith has saved you.” He immediately received his sight and followed him, giving glory to God. When they saw this, all the people gave praise to God.

The blind not only know that they are blind. He also knows that only Jesus can heal him and for this he cries out. He asks the Son of David for mercy. For this faith he receives healing. Human being’s awareness of being in the death of the body, spirit, soul is always necessary. This consciousness must be given. This is the apostolic ministry in its essence. Helping man, with the proclamation of the Word, to allow himself to be enlightened by the Holy Spirit on his real physical and spiritual condition. He walks the paths of death. Then with the gift of grace to snatch him from death and lead him into eternal life, making him walk in it until he reaches bliss in heaven. 
Mother of God, Angels and Saints, give us the conscience of sin and the faith to rise.
