And he will separate them one from another
SUNDAY NOVEMBER 22 (Mt 25,31-46)

The Gospel must be read and interpreted according to the Gospel. St. Matthew in Chapter XXV of his Gospel reveals that there are three judgments: the first according to the rules of faith in the Word of Jesus. It is the parable of the ten virgins. The second is according to the personal fruitfulness of every gift both of nature and of grace and truth bestowed on us by God. A bishop is judged because he is a bishop. A pope because pope. A presbyter because he is a presbyter. A philosopher because a philosopher. A scientist because a scientist. An artist because an artist. A farmer because he is a farmer. A craftsman because he is a craftsman. Everyone is obliged to put every grace received to good use. It is the parable of talents or coins. The third judgment is on the good that we could have done and have not done it. Since it is an obligation to do good and not optional, this judgment too is according to the truth of justice and not simply on the truth of charity. It is God’s will that his gifts be shared. He bestows them according to this purpose. Not sharing what has been received makes us unjust, thieves. Consequently, worthy of condemnation. We have violated a fundamental, primary law given by the Lord to man. This law must never be disregarded, never omitted, never violated. As we live with his gifts, so others must live with our gifts. God gives to us because we give. Here is the foundation of eternal condemnation. Without the law there is no violation and consequently there can be no judgment or condemnation. Instead it is the Law of the Lord violated, omitted, tampered with, despised that makes us guilty of eternal death.

At that time, Jesus told his disciples: “When the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the angels with him, he will sit upon his glorious throne, and all the nations will be assembled before him. And he will separate them one from another, as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats. He will place the sheep on his right and the goats on his left. Then the king will say to those on his right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by my Father. Inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world. For I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me drink, a stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in prison and you visited me.’ Then the righteous will answer him and say, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you drink? When did we see you a stranger and welcome you, or naked and clothe you? When did we see you ill or in prison, and visit you?’
And the king will say to them in reply, ‘Amen, I say to you, whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for me.’ Then he will say to those on his left, ‘Depart from me, you accursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels. For I was hungry and you gave me no food, I was thirsty and you gave me no drink, stranger and you gave me no welcome, naked and you gave me no clothing, ill and in prison, and you did not care for me.’ Then they will answer and say, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or ill or in prison, and not minister to your needs?’ He will answer them, ‘Amen, I say to you, what you did not do for one of these least ones, you did not do for me.’ l And these will go off to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life.”
Since the Gospel must be read according to the Gospel, no one should think that it is enough to do a little material or spiritual charity to be saved. First of all, the three judgments are indivisible and inseparable. The disciple of Jesus is judged according to the Gospel and therefore he is obliged to live every Word that came out of the mouth and heart of his Master. Secondly, it is urgent to affirm against the religion of the work of mercy alone, that it is impossible for man to act according to the Spirit if he lives according to the flesh. To the religion of charity one must necessarily add the religion of grace, truth, light, eternal life, regeneration, the creation of the new man. Without the religion of the Holy Spirit and of grace and truth, there would be no need for Lord Jesus or even for the Church. The apostles themselves would be of no use. It would be enough to put some megaphones in the streets with the task of remembering that the works of mercy open the doors of the eternal kingdom. But man, without grace, is deaf, blind, mute. He does not see the poor and does not even listen to him.

Mother of God, Angels, Saints, make us from the purest religion of grace and truth.
