But my words will not pass away
FRIDAY NOVEMBER 27 (Lk 21,29-33)

Today, more than in any other moment in history, it is necessary to convert, with all power, wisdom, intelligence, strength, knowledge, fear of the Lord, to the Word of Lord Jesus. But what does it mean to be converted to the Word? It means welcoming it in the heart as the only true Word of eternal life and giving it perfect obedience, as the Law of the Lord once commanded: “This then is the commandment, the statutes and the ordinances, which the LORD, your God, has commanded that you be taught to observe in the land you are about to cross into to possess, so that you, that is, you, your child, and your grandchild, may fear the LORD, your God, by keeping, as long as you live, all his statutes and commandments which I enjoin on you, and thus have long life. Hear, O Israel! The LORD is our God, the LORD alone! Therefore, you shall love the LORD, your God, with your whole heart, and with your whole being, and with your whole strength. Take to heart these words which I command you today. Keep repeating them to your children. Recite them when you are at home and when you are away, when you lie down and when you get up. Bind them on your arm as a sign and let them be as a pendant on your forehead. Write them on the doorposts of your houses and on your gates.” (Dt 6,1-9). Listening is loving. To love is to obey. To obey is to observe every Word of Lord Jesus, all his Gospel. 

All Scripture proclaims the truth, beauty, efficacy, incorruptibility of the Word of the Lord: “Every word of God is tested; he is a shield to those who take refuge in him. Add nothing to his words, lest he reprimand you, and you be proved a liar.” (Pr 30,5-6). “Since you have purified yourselves by obedience to the truth for sincere mutual love, love one another intensely from a [pure] heart. You have been born anew, not from perishable but from imperishable seed, through the living and abiding word of God” (1Pt 1, 22-23). “Do not seal up the prophetic words of this book, for the appointed time is near. Let the wicked still act wickedly, and the filthy still be filthy. The righteous must still do right, and the holy still be holy. Behold, I am coming soon. I bring with me the recompense I will give to each according to his deeds. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end. 

Blessed are they who wash their robes so as to have the right to the tree of life and enter the city through its gates. Outside are the dogs, the sorcerers, the unchaste, the murderers, the idol-worshipers, and all who love and practice deceit. I warn everyone who hears the prophetic words in this book: if anyone adds to them, God will add to him the plagues described in this book, and if anyone takes away from the words in this prophetic book, God will take away his share in the tree of life and in the holy city described in this book.” (Cfr. Rv 22,10-21). Today we are witnessing a separation of the mind and heart from the Word. You read it, but the heart is not in it. We talk about it, but we don’t live for it. One must convert to the Word every day. Our life is in obedience. A powerful seal of truth about the Word is given by the Letter to the Hebrews: “Indeed, the word of God is living and effective, sharper than any two-edged sword, penetrating even between soul and spirit, joints and marrow, and able to discern reflections and thoughts of the heart. No creature is concealed from him, but everything is naked and exposed to the eyes of him to whom we must render an account” (Hb 4,12-13). Every human science must be of help, never of substitution. Commandment is commandment, order is order, obligation is obligation.
At that time, Jesus taught them a lesson. “Consider the fig tree and all the other trees. When their buds burst open, you see for yourselves and know that summer is now near; in the same way, when you see these things happening, know that the kingdom of God is near. Amen, I say to you, this generation will not pass away until all these things have taken place. Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass away.
The Word of the Lord always produces its fruit, of life or death. It is of eternal life for those who obey it. It is instead of eternal death for those who disobey and rebel. We can also not believe; its fulfillment does not depend on our faith.
Mother of God, Angels and Saints, make that our obedience to the Word is forever.
