At once they left their nets and followed him
MONDAY NOVEMBER 30 (Mt 4,18-22)

When the Word of the Lord is spoken in power, light, truth, wisdom, command in the Holy Spirit, it always works what it says. It operates a new creation, as well as in the beginning, in the beginning: “In the beginning, when God created the heavens and the earth — and the earth was without form or shape, with darkness over the abyss and a mighty wind sweeping over the waters — Then God said: Let there be light, and there was light. God saw that the light was good. God then separated the light from the darkness. God called the light “day,” and the darkness he called “night.” Evening came, and morning followed — the first day. Then God said: Let there be a dome in the middle of the waters, to separate one body of water from the other. God made the dome, and it separated the water below the dome from the water above the dome. And so it happened. God called the dome “sky.” Evening came, and morning followed — the second day. Then God said: Let the water under the sky be gathered into a single basin, so that the dry land may appear. And so it happened: the water under the sky was gathered into its basin, and the dry land appeared. God called the dry land “earth,” and the basin of water he called “sea.” God saw that it was good. Then God said: Let the earth bring forth vegetation: every kind of plant that bears seed and every kind of fruit tree on earth that bears fruit with its seed in it. And so it happened: the earth brought forth vegetation: every kind of plant that bears seed and every kind of fruit tree that bears fruit with its seed in it. God saw that it was good. Evening came, and morning followed — the third day.” (Gen 1,1-13). All creation occurs for the now, the immediacy, the suddenness. What God commands is immediately fulfilled. Jesus does not ask. He is the Lord. The Lord commands. The creature obeys. The Lord wants. Man listens to. This immediacy of obedience and listening must be for every word of Christ Jesus on the part of every man. Without this obedience, the new creation is not fulfilled and man remains in his old nature, which is not the nature of life, but of death. It is not of light, but of darkness. It is not of truth, but of falsehood.
As he was walking by the Sea of Galilee, Jesus saw two brothers, Simon who is called Peter, and his brother Andrew, casting a net into the sea; they were fishermen. He said to them, “Come after me, and I will make you fishers of men.” At once they left their nets and followed him. He walked along from there and saw two other brothers, James, the son of Zebedee, and his brother John. They were in a boat, with their father Zebedee, mending their nets. He called them, and immediately they left their boat and their father and followed him.

The Letter to the Hebrews must be completed with its initial part: “In times past, God spoke in partial and various ways to our ancestors through the prophets; in these last days, he spoke to us through a son, whom he made heir of all things and through whom he created the universe, who is the refulgence of his glory, the very imprint of his being, and who sustains all things by his mighty word. When he had accomplished purification from sins, he took his seat at the right hand of the Majesty on high, as far superior to the angels as the name he has inherited is more excellent than theirs.” (Hb 1,1-4). We do not do the fullness, by our will. Christ the Lord did it on the day of his glorious resurrection: “As the Father has sent me, so I send you.” And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained” (Jn 20,19-23). As Jesus is the Word of the Father, the Apostle must be the Word of Jesus. Today the Lord speaks through the Apostle. What conditions are necessary for the Apostle to be the Word of Jesus? As Jesus obeys the Father, the Apostle must obey Jesus. As Jesus is a manifestation of the Father’s love, the Apostle must be a manifestation of Jesus’ love. As Jesus is the Father’s work, so the Apostle must be the work of Christ the Lord. Without this unity of essence, truth, justice, obedience, holiness, love, mercy, the Word of the Apostle will never be the Word of Christ Jesus. If it is not the Word, it will never be a command and it will never act immediately. The Apostle and the presbyter must always have a creative Word. The vocation is creation, because it is called to a new life, to be what one was not previously.
Mother of God, Angels and Saints, make that the Apostles and priests are always for the creative word.
