All things have been handed over to me by my Father
TUESDAY DICEMBER 1 (Lk 10,21-24)

Either the Christian confesses the truth of Christ Jesus in his entirety or he turns from light into darkness. Every smallest detail that he takes away from the truth of his Lord is a detail that deprives his evangelizing mission of strength, to the point of making it null and void. It is more than necessary today to remember what was written yesterday: “Jesus is the Eternal, Supernatural, Divine and Human Different. He is the Different from all that has existed, exists, and will exist on earth and in heaven. He is the Different in the Word, in the Teaching, and in the Command. It is the Different for Redemption, Justification, Salvation, Mediation, Revelation, Eternal Life, Truth, Grace, Light, and Resurrection. He is the Different from every Prophet, King, and Priest who came before Him among the People of the Lord. He is the Different from Moses, Elijah, Elisha, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Daniel, John the Baptist. He is the Different in Prayer. He is the Different on the Cross and in the Resurrection. He is the Different in Time and in Eternity. He is different in Glory and Lordship. He is the Different for Heart, Mind, Thoughts. He is the Different because He is. Others are not. He is Different in Nature and in Mission. The Difference is His Essence and Nature.
The fact that man does not believe in the truth of Christ Jesus is a reality. Faith depends on welcoming the Word proclaimed, preached, and taught. But that the Christian does not believe poses serious problems. It lacks coherence between what it says it is and what it professes. The fact that the Christian himself denies Christ Jesus attests that there has been a regression in him from light into darkness, from truth to falsehood, from justice to injustice, from wisdom to foolishness. If to this regression he also adds collaboration with all forces contrary to Christ for his cancellation from history and from all life, then we have passed into betrayal. It is always betrayal when Jesus is handed over to those who want to crucify him, get rid of him. Finally, if the Christians themselves are the crucifiers of Jesus, then one is of devilish and satanic will. Jesus is not comparable with any existing reality. There is no Angel who can get on a par with Him. Jesus of the Angel is the Creator and Lord, just as he is the Creator and Lord of every man. He is the only one begotten of God before all ages.
Jesus is the only Son of the Father who became flesh. He is not a man who became God. The earth has been and will always be full of these men. Instead he is the only true God who became true man and lives forever as true God and true man. As every man was created by him by the will of the Father, in the Holy Spirit, so every man must be redeemed and justified by him by the will of the Father, in the Spirit, not outside of him, but for him, with him, in him, by becoming his true body, his true life, to be the manifestation of his true life in the midst of his brothers. Jesus is the eternal Necessary of humanity. He is infinitely more the Necessary than oxygen, water, and bread. More than the sun and the stars. More than the sea and the plants. More than trees and animals. More than any other creature that has been given to man to feed his life. When one separates oneself from this eternal Necessary, one feels bad. The spirit is without light, the mind without truth, the heart without love, the soul without life. The body feels this lack and terribly suffers. It looks for life where it can never be found because only Christ Jesus is the life of man." Today this truth must be shouted to the Christian.  
At that very moment Jesus rejoiced [in] the holy Spirit and said, “I give you praise, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, for although you have hidden these things from the wise and the learned you have revealed them to the childlike. Yes, Father, such has been your gracious will. All things have been handed over to me by my Father. No one knows who the Son is except the Father, and who the Father is except the Son and anyone to whom the Son wishes to reveal him.” Turning to the disciples in private he said, “Blessed are the eyes that see what you see. For I say to you, many prophets and kings desired to see what you see, but did not see it, and to hear what you hear, but did not hear it.”
These words are not mere words. They are the mystery of Christ Jesus for today and always. Today it is precisely this mystery that is denied, because it is not announced.
Mother of Redemption, Angels and Saints, make that we shout to the world this mystery.
