But it did not collapse; it had been set solidly on rock
THURSDAY DICEMBER 3 (Mt 7,21.24-27)

Our house is founded on God if it is founded on his Word. If it is not founded on his Word, it is not founded on God either and it can never have eternal stability. Only God is the eternal rock. No one else is the eternal rock for us. Being Jesus God and Son of God, He was given to us as an eternal rock. We become one body with him, we live for him, with him, in him, we obey his word by listening to it and putting it into practice, we are built on the eternal rock. Since the body of Christ in time is visible and is his one, holy, catholic, apostolic Church, we must also be inserted in the Church, listening to the teachings of the Apostles as the Word of Christ.
The baptized are built on the foundation of the Apostles and Prophets: “So then you are no longer strangers and sojourners, but you are fellow citizens with the holy ones and members of the household of God, built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as the capstone. Through him the whole structure is held together and grows into a temple sacred in the Lord; in him you also are being built together into a dwelling place of God in the Spirit. (Eph 2,19-22). Those who are in Christ and in the Church, as one and only foundation - neither Christ without the Church, nor the Church without Christ - are called to conform themselves to Christ and to form the body of Christ which is the Church: “And he gave some as apostles, others as prophets, others as evangelists, others as pastors and teachers, to equip the holy ones for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until we all attain to the unity of faith and knowledge of the Son of God, to mature manhood, to the extent of the full stature of Christ, so that we may no longer be infants, tossed by waves and swept along by every wind of teaching arising from human trickery, from their cunning in the interests of deceitful scheming. Rather, living the truth in love, we should grow in every way into him who is the head, Christ, from whom the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting ligament, with the proper functioning of each part, brings about the body’s growth and builds itself up in love. (Eph 4,11-16). If the body of Christ is not built, it is a sign that we are separated branches from the true vine. We do not produce any fruit of salvation. We are built on the sand.
At that time, Jesus said to his disciples: “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the one who does the will of my Father in heaven. “Everyone who listens to these words of mine and acts on them will be like a wise man who built his house on rock. The rain fell, the floods came, and the winds blew and buffeted the house. But it did not collapse; it had been set solidly on rock. And everyone who listens to these words of mine but does not act on them will be like a fool who built his house on sand. The rain fell, the floods came, and the winds blew and buffeted the house. And it collapsed and was completely ruined.”
This is how the true Church of Christ Jesus lives: “They devoted themselves to the teaching of the apostles and to the communal life, to the breaking of the bread and to the prayers. Awe came upon everyone, and many wonders and signs were done through the apostles. All who believed were together and had all things in common; they would sell their property and possessions and divide them among all according to each one’s need. Every day they devoted themselves to meeting together in the temple area and to breaking bread in their homes. They ate their meals with exultation and sincerity of heart, praising God and enjoying favor with all the people. And every day the Lord added to their number those who were being saved.” (Act 2,42-47). Times change, historical modalities change, the truth and essence of the disciple of Jesus can never change. If he wants to build his house on the eternal rock which is God, he must build it on the incarnate rock which is Christ Jesus and together on the visible rock of the body of Christ which is the Church. Today there is great contempt both for Christ and for the Church. It is a sign that many of our homes are built on the sand of the words of men. They will not have stability. They will perish.
Mother of Redemption, Angels and Saints, help us to build ourself upon the rock of the Church.
